Regular Meeting

July 6, 2010

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Members present:  Mayor Bruce Bebo, Councilors Pat Fogarty, Jennell Johnson, Nolan Johnson

Consent Agenda:

A motion was made by Councilor Jennell Johnson second by Nolan Johnson to approve the Consent Agenda.

Old Business:
1. Reviewed a request for repairs to Gorman-Rupp pump.  Councilors reviewed a proposal from Tri-State pump for a new pump at a cost of $12,002.06.  Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the cost of repairs of $2,046.95 would be more cost effective than purchasing a new pump.
A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve repairs to a Gorrman-Rupp pump by Tri-State Pump in the amount of $2,046.95.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. Councilors reviewed a proposal for engineering services from SEH for a County Road Turn back and Street/Utility Analysis.  Clerk Venier reported that he and Public Works Supv. Dale Kosek met with the County Engineer and discussed developing a proposal to turn back portions of County roads within Silver Lake to the City.  Venier stressed that the County doesn’t have any immediate plans to turn back roads but would like the City to begin putting together a proposal so that we can present something to the County and they can get it in their future (3-5 year) planning.  Councilors reviewed the proposal and the proposed $4,500 fee; Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the budget included $2,500 for engineering fees for 2010.  Councilors expressed their desire to hold off n the project until 2011 so that the cost can be included in the budget.
New Business:
1. Building Inspector’s quarterly review:  Ty Turnquist of MNSPECT reviewed building inspection and permit information through the 2nd quarter of 2010.  Mr. Turnquist reported that there were 30 permits issued through the 2nd quarter of 2010 with a valuation of $308,146 compared to 30 permits with a valuation of $4,171,660 for the same period in 2009.  Mr. Turnquist also discussed some open permits and said that Scott Qualle would like to address the changes in occupancy classification in the building code at an upcoming meeting.
2. Councilors reviewed the City budget progress through the 2nd quarter of 2010.  Clerk Venier reported that there was nothing unusual in the expenditure side of the budget through the second quarter but did mention that the repairs and maintenance line item for the police squad are well over budget; and as the squad is five years old it should be expected that this trend will continue, Venier reminded Councilors that the capital fund for squad replacement has enough money in it to move forward with replacing the car and he thought that option should be looked at.  The squad replacement fund is set up to be able to replace the squad every five years and the current squad is in its sixth year of service.
Clerk Venier reported that on the revenue side of the budget the City has received its tax proceeds and will receive its Local Government Aid in July.  Venier Also reported that although the City did not receive a cut in LGA for 2010 from the State, the City will receive a cut of approximately $22,000 in Market Value Homestead Credit funds from the State.   In presenting a forecast of the 2010 budget reported that the General Fund expenditures will likely be approximately 2.09% lower than budgeted at $669,770 and the General Fund revenues are expected to be approximately 2.29% lower than budgeted coming in at $668,636 resulting in a General Fund deficit of $1,134.  Venier also reminded Councilors that there is a built in contingency in the General Fund of $15,450 so the General Fund Balance should see a increase of $14,316.00 if there are no changes to the budget forecast for the remainder of the year.

3. Clerk Venier reported that Department Heads are currently working on the 2011 budgets for their individual departments.  The timeline for the development of the 2011 Budget is to have the Council’s first review of the 2011 budget at the July 19th meeting and review it again at it’s August 16th Council meeting.  Venier said that if the Council doesn’t approve a preliminary budget at the August 16th meeting a special meeting will need to be scheduled as the preliminary budget and levy must be approved by the 15th of September.

Open Discussion:

1. Councilors reviewed Resolution 10-16 approving the hire of part time seasonal employees at the Bruce Maresh Aquatic Center.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve Resolution 10-16 approving the hire of part time seasonal employees.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. Mayor Bebo discussed possible plans for a walking path along Main St near the west end of the City near Cedar Crest living facility.  He also informed members that the Lake Enhancement Association is working on a fund raising effort to fund a pier and walking path on the shore of Silver Lake on the northwest shore of the lake.
3. Councilors asked that the Police Department publicize street closings for Pola Czesky days so the public will know what is going on over the weekend.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
