Regular Meeting

July 7, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Old Business:

1. Councilors opened the second public hearing for Ordinance 70: An ordinance regulating the sale of intoxicating beverages.  Clerk Venier explained that the proposed ordinance would allow the City to issue on sale intoxicating beverages licenses to private establishments that met the definitions of Hotel or Restaurant.  The Council heard the following public comments:

a. Mr. Clarence Mickolichek told Councilors that he was in favor of allowing private establishments to have on sale licenses and the proposed fee of $2,500 to $3,000 seemed good.

b. Mr. Duane Yurek said he liked the idea of opening the on sale business up to private establishments and favored the idea of the City eventually going to off sale only at its Municipal operations.

c. Mr. Larry Lhotka felt that the proposed ordinance would be good for local business and attract people to town.

d. Mayor Bebo reported that he had received two comments on the ordinance; one said it would be a good change and the second felt it would bring business to the City and after all, it only seemed fair since, the City’s municipal store started serving meals.  Mayor Bebo also felt that if the City is going to adopt the ordinance the license fee should be reasonable enough that someone will actually apply for the license.

e. Councilor Wawrzyniak reminded the Council that the fee should also help lessen the blow to a potential loss in On Sale revenue at the City Municipal operations.

f. Councilor Fogarty said it would be good to allow private businesses the opportunity and felt that the food sales percentage required in the ordinance should be set at 65% instead of 70%.

g. Councilor Johnson felt it would also be a positive change and reported he would like to see a lower food sales mix requirement and a lower license fee.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Ordinance 70: Regulation of On-Sale Intoxicating Liquors and City Liquor Dispensary.

2. Councilors reviewed a proposed amending Chapter 3, Section 7 of the Silver Lake City Code.  This Ordinance would adjust Council salaries.  Clerk Venier reported that the proposal would adjust Council salaries a follows:

a. Mayor’s salary would change from $1,250 per year to $75.00 per meeting attended;

b. Councilor’s salary would change from $1,000 per year to $65.00 per meeting attended;

c. All members would receive a per diem of $50.00 for attendance at special meetings on behalf of the City with prior Council approval.
Councilors asked Clerk Venier to get more information of what area Council members are paid for a future meeting and tabled the matter.

3. Clerk Venier reviewed a timeline for the completion of the 2009 budget.

4. Clerk Venier reported on findings concerning drainage issues in the area of Century Lane.  Venier informed Councilors that he and Public Works Supervisor Kosek had reviewed the watershed plans for the first phase of Silver Edge Estates and found that the area appears to be draining water as designed.  Venier also informed Councilors that a possible solution to standing water in the back yards would be to install a drain tile along the back yards but that would be up to the individual property owners to approve and fund.  Finally as to the complaints about landscaping and fence issues Venier reported that there appears to be no violation of City Code.

New Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a variance application for 816 Main St West.  The variance would reduce the corner lot set back requirement from 20’ to 16’ and increase the impervious coverage requirement from 40% to 48%.  Mr. Duane Yurek reviewed his proposed plans for renovations and an addition to the property and said the variance was needed mainly because the existing house was non compliant with current zoning regulations thus making it impossible to do any work to the building without a variance.  Mr. Yurek reported that his plan included adding on to the existing attached garage and removing the front stairs and adding a deck.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the variance application for 816 Main Street West; reducing the Corner Lot setback from 20’ to 16’ and increase the impervious coverage requirement from 40% to 48%.

Open Discussion:

1. Mr. Tom Kallis addressed the Council to complain about slow draining of water in storm sewers along Grove Ave.  Mr. Kallis said it was his opinion that the storm sewer lines were not draining properly and several people had complained to him.
Councilor Fogarty asked Mr. Kallis to make sure that if people have problems with the City’s systems to be sure to talk with Public Works Supervisor Kosek or a representative from the City as Mr. Kallis is not associated with the City.  Public Works Supervisor Kosek reported that the catch basins seemed to be taking water in a timely manner.  Clerk Venier asked Mr. Kallis if the City Public Works staff or City Engineer reviewed the issue and reported back that there is not a problem, would he be satisfied.  Mr. Kallis said he would not be satisfied and that he only wanted to bring the complaint up to the City and he was not able to give a solution as he was not an engineer.
2. Clerk Venier presented a peddler’s license application for Mr. Mohd Mansour.  Venier reported that the license was for a 1-year term to end 12/31/08 and that it would be for the operation of an ice cream truck; Venier also reported that the application had been reviewed by the police department and recommended approval.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve a peddler’s license for Mohd Mansour.

3. Tim Grenke, the Emergency Response Director, reviewed a severe weather plan for outdoor events and reported that the plan would be implemented and reviewed with ambulance, fire, and police personnel.  Mr. Grenke also reported that the plan will also be presented to the Pola-Czesky Committee so they are aware of it.  Councilors supported the plan.
4. Councilors reviewed Resolution 08-20: Approving a contract for fireworks on August 2, 2008.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 08-19: Approving a fireworks contract.

5. Clerk Venier reported that the air conditioning unit at the Auditorium has broken and needed to be replaced.  Councilors reviewed Resolution 08-21: authoring Mayor Bebo and Clerk Venier to approve the replacement of an air conditioning unit for the Silver Lake Auditorium.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 08-21.
