Regular Meeting

July 16, 2007

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

New Business:

1. Council reviewed an application for a Conditional Use Permit for 1016 Main St W.  The Application is to construct an accessory building over 800 sq. ft. (912 sq.ft.).  The Council was informed that the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the matter on July 10, 2007 and was recommending approval of the Conditional Use Permit.
Mayor Bebo suggested that the matter be tabled until information regarding the effect the building will have on water runoff can be received.
Councilors tabled the matter until more information about water run off is received.

2. Reviewed application for Pola Czesky Beer & Music License.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve License 07-11: On Sale Beer and Live Music & Dance for Aug 3-5 Pola Czesky Days.

3. Reviewed permit application for a Fireworks Display for August 4th or August 5th.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve A permit for a Fireworks Display on either August 4th or August 5th.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
4. Council reviewed an ordinance adopting the MN State Building Code.  The Ordinance would change the current ordinance to allow it to automatically adopt the most current Building code as adopted by the State of MN.  The matter was tabled until the next meeting for further clarification.

Department Reports:

1. Municipal Liquor Store:  Councilor Miska and Manager Quast reported on the following:

a. Reported that sales and expenses for the month of June were $53,437 and $50,175 respectively.  Which resulted in $3,262 for the month with a year to date profit of $7514.  This number is down significantly when compared to $30,011 for the same period in 2006.

b. Quast reported that food sales for the month were approximately $1,660 and estimated that there was a gross profit of approx. 66% on these sales and the menu is still being experimented with.

c. Morning sales at the Liquor Store were tracked from 8am – noon for a 9-day period and Mr. Quast reported that sales for the period were $851.  Quast also reported that pull-tab activity was high during that period.  Quast also expected that this number would increase during the fall & winter months.

d. Quast reported that the Auditorium was at a $10,569 deficit through June of 2007.  Councilors expressed a desire to cut advertising expenses in promoting the building and discussed the possibility of allowing set ups for events.

e. Mr. Quast presented and recommended approval for the annual reviews for Connie Schultz and Alison Sand.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the annual review for Connie Schultz.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the annual review with a step increase for Alison Sand.
Vote for: unanimous
Motion carried.
f. Council discussed the relocation of the Off Sale Liquor Store to Highway 7with the general consensus of the Council being that firm costs were needed before anymore discussions should take place.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Johnson reported that Police calls have been down for the month and that the Pola Czesky Days schedule for policing is nearly complete using personnel from McLeod County Sheriff’s office and Lester Prairie PD.
Police Chief Hummel reported that it would cost approximately $10,000 to add an additional squad for the Police Department.  Discussion was held concerning the need for an additional squad and where the squad would be kept.  Councilor Miska told Councilors that he did not want the squad to become a take home vehicle for officers or the Chief.  Mayor Bebo asked councilors to come to a decision on the issue.

3.  Public Works:  Councilor Fogarty reported that the newly seal coated streets were being swept and Century Lane would be done after the Pola Czesky celebration was complete.  Fogarty reported that PW Supervisor Kosek will have about 12 young people helping to clean up after Pola Czesky days activities.  Kosek has also forwarded information on illegal dumping to the PD for enforcement.  
The Council reviewed a bill for blacktop repairs and Mayor Bebo reported that the bill was too high for the work that was done and suggested tabling the bill until the costs could be further explained.  Mayor Bebo also reported that weed inspections were being completed and notices would be sent out when the Clerk returned from vacation.

4. Community Development /Administration:  (Much of these reports were covered under New Business) Councilor Wawrzyniak reported the following:

a. A plan for a City sign should be ready for Council review in August.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
