Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

Members present:  Councilors Fogarty, Foss, Kieser, and Miska

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Eric Klien, Police Chief; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader; Glen & Chirssy Maesse

Consent Agenda:

1. Approve the minutes from the June 21, 2004 Regular Meeting

2. Claims to be Paid

3. Payroll #14 & June

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

New Business:

1. Beer & Music License for the Pola-Czesky Days Celebration 7/30,31, & 8/1.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve the Beer & Music License for the Pola-Czesky Days Celebration 7/30-8/1.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. Reviewed Conditional Use Permit 04-02 for the construction of an accessory building in excess of 800 sq. ft. Clerk Venier reported that the Planning Commission held a public hearing on 7/13/04 and as no comments were received the Planning Commission unanimously recommended that the permit be approved.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve Conditional Use Permit 04-02.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.  
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store:  Councilor Miska reported that sales in the liquor store continued to increase again in June and through half the year the sales are at 48% of the budget while expenses are at 44% of budget.  June showed a profit of $5,697 compared to $3,089 for 2003.  In other business Councilor Miska presented the reviews of Michael Yurek and Connie Schultz with the recommendation of the MLS manager that the reviews be approved and they be moved to the next step.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Foss distributed the following report on PD operations and asked that Chief Klien to review it with the Council.  

a. Saturday afternoon coverage was discussed with different options presented by the Council, Chief Klien, and Clerk Venier.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve an additional 4 hours per month for a part time officer to cover a Saturday afternoon shift.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.
Voting for:  Mayor Bebo, Councilors Kieser & Miska
Against:  Councilors Foss & Fogarty
Motion carried.
b. Chief Klien reported that he and Councilor Foss have decided that the reserve program will begin bike patrol on selected weekends throughout the summer.  This is an attempt to get the reserve program more visible in the community.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to purchase 2 bicycles for the Reserve program for $150.00 each with safety equipment.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.  
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
c. Chief Klien reviewed the final schedule for Pola-Czesky day weekend and reported that no officer will work more than a ten hour shift.

d. Chief Klien reported that they are at #214 for the Administrative Citations for the first year.

3. Community Development:  Councilor Kieser gave the following report:

a. Pool operations are going well.

b. Planning commission will be handing out a city wide survey in the end of July and hope to have them returned by August 6th.  The town was divided into six areas and the commissioners are to document who has received a survey so that there will only be one survey per household.

c. Discussion was held regarding paying Chrissy Maesse for her efforts in the Summer Recreation program.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to pay Chrissy Maesse $300.00 for her efforts in this years Summer Recreation program.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
Vote for: Unanimous
Motion carried.
4. Public Works:  Councilor Fogarty presented the following report:

a. Preparations are under way for Pola Czesky Days Celebration.

b. Working on completing the 2005 budget

c. Collecting lead and copper samples from residential sites for the Department of Health.  Silver Lake has passed lead and copper tests on previous sampling rounds.

d. Public Works Supervisor Kosek, Councilor Fogarty and Clerk Venier will have a recommendation for sewer rate increase and storm water fee at a later meeting.

e. Discussion of weed growth on Silver Edge area and water break at Amoco was held with no action taken.

5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reported on the following:

a. The annual audit was $1,900.00 with additional time spent on a new fraud risk assessment, preparation of State Auditor reports; recording of bond issuance for silver edge estates; & accounting assistance for prepaid insurances and liquor inventory.  The Auditor estimated that the 2005 report will likely see a $3000 - $5000 increase due to GASB 34 a new reporting requirement for the City.

b. Ken Mathews Digging asked the City to pay for water repairs at 101 Nome Ave and assess the amount to the owner as the owner has not yet paid.  Clerk to contact owner and report back.

c. Suggested timeline for the Budget process:


i. Department budgets completed and General Fund Budget reviewed at the 8/2/04 meeting.

ii. Review entire 2005 budget at 8/16/04 meeting and preliminary tax levy.

iii. Adopt 2005 preliminary budget and tax levy at 9/6/04 meeting

iv. Schedule TNT hearings between 11/29 and 12/20

v. Adopt 2005 Budget and Tax Levy by 12/28/04

d. Pool committee would like to invite a member of the Council to sit on the committee.  No Action was taken

e. Reviewed a letter to the editor regarding facts regarding the Fire Contract with Hale Township and directed the Clerk to run the letter to clear up any discrepancies regarding billing for the Fire Contract.

 A motion was made by Councilor Miska to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
