Regular Meeting

August 2, 2004

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6 pm.

1. Approve minutes from the July 6, 2004 Regular Meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

Old business:

1. Review of Police Operations:  Councilor Foss presented the Council with complaints against the Chief of Police that were brought to his attention by another law enforcement agency and owners of a local business.  Foss reported that he had met with Chief Klien regarding these issues and reported Klein’s responses were included in the letter.  Foss stressed that he was not bringing these complaints they were brought to him and he met with Chief Klien and was passing the results of that meeting along for Council consideration.  
City Attorney informed the Council that the meeting should be closed to consider allegations against a City employee.  

Mayor Bebo then closed the meeting at 6:44 pm to consider allegations against a City Employee.
Mayor Bebo reopened the meeting at 6:50 and reported that the Chief of Police requested to seek Council before responding to any of the allegations.
 
Discussion was held regarding the hours worked by the officers over Pola-Czesky Days.

New Business:

1. Reviewed General Fund Budget.  The Clerk explained that the levy increase is at $8,294 but this was with new pool revenues being estimated at $41,395.  After much discussion the Council directed the Clerk to review area pools revenue information and come back with a more realistic estimate for revenues, as they didn’t feel this number was accurate.

2. Discussion was held regarding replacing equipment lost in a shed fire and the Council directed the Clerk to check on the cost of the back premiums to insure the shed.

3. Scott Lhotka gave a brief report on pool operations reporting that as of July 31 attendance was at 2,612and there were 167 participants in the swim lesson program.  Scott reported that he and Clerk Venier would like to explore the option of keeping the pool open in the evenings for the first two weeks in September to expand the swimming season.  The Council directed Mr. Lhotka to keep the pool open until 9/9/04 and to devise a night schedule. 

4. Reviewed the success of Pola Czesky weekend: Mayor Bebo commended Councilor Fogarty for the job he did emceeing the coronation ceremony.

5. Discussed some issues in the Liquor Store over Pola Czesky weekend.  Councilor Miska will speak with the Liquor Store Manager to see if we can have Reserves check ID’s on both Friday & Saturday.

6. Discussion was held regarding three old vehicles parked on the corner of Silver Avenue and Hwy 7.  The vehicles have been there for more than a year and the Council directed Councilor Foss to see if the Police are aware of this and if they can do anything about it.  Clerk Venier informed the Council that the property owner next to where the cars are parked and informed him that he gets calls asking him to clean up these cars but they are not his and the land belongs to Roger Mallack.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
