Regular Meeting

August 7th, 2003

Minutes

Mayor Bebo opened the regular meeting of the City Council of Silver Lake at 6:00 pm.

Old Business:

1. Mr. Justin Black of SEH presented a contract for engineering services on Phase II of Silver Edge Estates project.

2. Mrs. Joann Foust of Municipal Development Group reviewed the process for setting up an EDA:

a. Made recommendations to the Council as to determining the powers and limitations of the EDA.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to apply the recommended limitations to the EDA to be included in the enabling resolution.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

b. Mrs. Foust reported that the next step will be to review the enabling resolution and then a public hearing must be held before the resolution can be adopted.  The Clerk suggested that the Council review the enabling resolution at the October 2nd meeting so that the public hearing could be held and the appointments to the EDA could be done in January 2004 with all the other appointments.

New Business:

1. Mr. Lee Sundmark, Fisheries Manager of the Department of Natural Resources addressed the Council regarding the DNR’s current use of the lake.  Mr. Sundmark reported that the DNR is currently using the lake as a walleye-rearing pond and they don’t have any plans to change the use at this time.  He also informed the Council how a walleye-rearing pond works and that they will only stock the lake after it has frozen out and in the years that it doesn’t they encourage the lake to be fished.  

Mr. Sundmark also informed the Council that there is a process, including a public hearing, that must be followed if the DNR ever wanted to kill off the lake and this was not a practice that the DNR would do in Silver Lake.  Mr. Sundmark reported on the improved clarity in the lake.  

Mr. Jake Dalbec reported that he has been monitoring the clarity levels in the lake in conjunction with MPCA and told the Council that the clarity is between 24” and 30” compared to 18” four years ago. 

Mr. Sundmark answered a wide variety of comments and questions from residents concerning riprap of the shoreline and referred many of the questions raised to Mr. Robb Colette a hydrologist also of the DNR, as they were his area of expertise.  The Clerk is to contact Mr. Colette to arrange a meeting with him.

Open Discussion:

1. Councilor Foss reported that he had been asked if the City could put covers on the sandboxes in the parks.  Councilor Fogarty said he would look at if covers are available and report back.


2. Councilor Kieser reported that she had received a complaint of numerous cats and blight on a property on west Main St.  She will follow-up with the PD.


3. Mayor Bebo asked that when Councilors receive the Incident Reports that they give a copy to him so that the Clerk can keep them on file.


4. Discussion was held regarding the Comp time for the PD over Pola-Czesky weekend and why the comp time wasn’t shared with other officers and why breaks weren’t taken as had been requested by the Council.


5. Mr. Tom Kallis approached the Council regarding the grates on the catch basins at west main along the lakeside. The Public Works Supervisor advised the Council that the engineers required those grates and recommended the grates remain.  The Public Works Supervisor also reviewed a map of the storm sewer lines to clear up a misconception that Mr. Kallis had as to where the lines were.  Mr. Kallis requested that the City cleans the streets more often.  The Clerk reported that he and Public Works Supervisor had inspected the catch basins near the lake and found the flows were good and no obstructions were present.


6. Clerk presented the Council with an application for a one-day on-sale beer license for the Holy Family Catholic Church.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve a one-day on-sale beer license for the Holy Family Catholic Church.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.
