Regular Meeting

August 7, 2006

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Old Business:

1. Council reviewed the 2007 General Fund and it was decided that the Council Liaisons will meet with the department heads to review each department’s budget and the complete budget will be reviewed again at the next meeting.

2. Scott Qualle of Waldron & Associates reviewed the following building permit activity with the Council:

a. Building activity has been significantly down for the year:  through July construction value for the City was at $100,450 compared to $1,045,706 for the same period in 2005.

b. New construction for 2005 was at 0 compared to 6 new homes in 2005

c. Reported that there are 50 open projects that the building inspectors are currently working with to close out.

d. Mayor Bebo reported on a project in which the permit was finaled out and the work had not even been started and requested Mr. Qualle check into this to resolve the situation.

e. Mr. Qualle also mentioned the possibility of developing a rental ordinance to develop inspection standards for the City.  This is something the City may look into as more units come available in the City.

New Business:

1. Council reviewed Resolution 06-21: A resolution appointing election judges.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-21.

2. Clerk Venier reviewed a variance application for 300 Cleveland Ave SW (Grace Bible Church) and reported that the planning commission had held a public hearing on July 25th and recommended approval of the variance.  Venier explained that the request is to be allowed to build within 25’ of a property line on a corner lot.

3. Councilor Wawrzyniak gave the following annual reviews for Council Consideration.

a. A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the annual review of Lori Galles and a step increase.

d. A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the annual review for Sue Jurek.
Vote for: Unanimous
Motion carried.
e. The annual review for Corrine Johnson was tabled until the Council got feedback from MLS Manager Quast regarding unresolved issues between the MLS Manager and Mrs. Johnson.

4. Council discussed lake development issues and ideas.  Clerk Venier explained that the Silver Lake Enhancement Assc. was in need of help as it was discussing possibly disbanding.  Councilor Foss, who is the Assc. Chairman, discussed the groups need for volunteers as being its biggest challenge so far, reporting that there are only about 3 – 5 active members.  Clerk Venier asked what the Council thought the City’s role in lake development should be.  Some of the projects the Lake Assc. would like to do were discussed and would be reviewed after getting feed back from other entities.

Open Discussion:

1. The Council discussed various issues that came up over Pola Czesky days and it was a general consensus that the PD and Pola Czesky Days Committee work closer on developing parking policies for the weekend and bring them to the Council for review prior to next year’s event.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
