New Business:

1. Mrs. Deb Blazinski addressed the Council on behalf of the Silver Lake Pool & Parks Organization and explained that the Organization has $144,128.00 in cash and also has another $150,155.00 in pledges of cash and labor.  The Organization requested that the City consider putting a referendum on the General Election in the amount of $250,000.00 for construction of a new pool facility.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to support the pool organizations request that the City begin the bonding process for issuance of bonds for in the amount of $250,000 for the replacement of the City pool.  Question to go on General Election ballot.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

2. Clerk Venier forwarded Resolution 04-07 A resolution appointing Election Judges for the Primary and General Elections.

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store: MLS Manager Quast gave the following MLS report:

a. Sales for July were $64,716.88 and expenses were at $53,782.55 bringing the year to date profit to $39,209.76.

b. Requested to hire Kelly Carrigan as a part time cleaner in the Auditorium.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to hire Kelly Carrigan as a Part time cleaner pending successful passage of the drug test.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

c. Reviewed the annual performance review for Corinne Johnson.  Quast recommended the review be approved and Johnson be retained and moved to the next step.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to retain Corinne Johnson with a step increase.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

Motion carried.
d. Quast introduced Resolution 04-08 for Council consideration.  Res. 04-08 would approve Superior Merchant Services as the credit card processing company for the MLS.  Quast reported that this would save the liquor store approximately $280.00 per year.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve Resolution 04-08.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

2. Public Safety:  Chief Klien gave the following report in a letter to the Council.  Councilor Foss informed the Council that he had requested Klien meet with him before giving his report but Klien did not.  Klien reported that the Pola Czesky days went well.  He felt the number of assaults were up and the additional squad donated by the County did not help response times.  

3. Community Development:  Councilor Kieser gave the following report:

a. Pool attendance was down due to cooler weather and the heater was down for a few days..

b. Planning commission has completed the distribution of the City Wide Survey and results are expected by October.

4. Public Works:  Councilor Fogarty presented the following report:

a. Shed by the softball park has been disposed of and the other shed will be gone soon.

b. Recommendations on adjusting sewer and water rates will be presented in September.

5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reported on the following:

a. A request was received from 300 E Main for 50% of the cost of replacing the sidewalk.  Clerk is to get a quote and pay 50% for a standard sidewalk replacement.
