Regular Meeting

September 2, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty, Nolan Johnson, Dale Miska, and Karl Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Ray Bandas; Clarence Juncewski; Ron Mikolichek

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

Consent Agenda:

1. Approve minutes of the August 18, 2008 regular meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the Consent Agenda.

-Mr. Ray Bandas presented a donation of $1,667.40 from the Knights of Columbus to the City for the operation of the Aquatic Center.  Mr. Bandas told Councilors that the funds were raised in the paper drive; he also said that the KC’s would be holding another paper drive starting Oct. 16th with proceeds to be split between the Winter Festival and the Kids For Hunger campaign.

Old Business:

1. The Council reviewed an application for a Conditional Use permit at 916 Highway #7.  Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the Permit would allow for a campground to be operated on the property.  The matter was previously tabled at the August 18, 2008 meeting.  Venier informed Councilors that the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the matter and recommended denying the application until more specific information about the facility is provided; Venier told Councilors that they had an option of extending the application period an additional 60 days if they wanted more information.  Mrs. Lisa Hauer, the applicant, reported to the Council that they no longer wanted to pursue the matter and would like to withdraw their application and asked if the application fee would be refunded.  Councilors informed her that the fee was non-refundable.  The application was withdrawn and no action was taken on the matter.

2. Councilors reviewed the proposed 2009 budget and levy information.  Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the budget numbers had been updated as requested at the last Council meeting.  Resolution 08-26: A resolution approving the preliminary 2009 City Budget and Levy; was reviewed and set the levy as follows:

a. General Fund Levy 

$399,222

b. Debt Service Levy

$89,443

c. Total Property Tax Levy
$488,665

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 08-26: A resolution approving the 2009 Preliminary Budget and Levy.

3. Councilors reviewed an ordinance amending Council salaries.  Councilors discussed different pay rates and Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the last time the Council pay had been changed was approximately 20 years ago.  Mayor Bebo said he had done some research and it appeared that the salaries were lower than other Cities.  Councilors discussed a per diem rate of pay in addition to the regular salaries with Clerk Venier saying that he included per diem pay as a way to compensate Councilors for their time when attending non-council meetings on behalf of the City.  
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve an Ordinance amending Council Salaries to be set as follows:

4. Mr. Clarence Juncewski and Mr. Ron Mikolichek addressed the Council regarding fire protection contract costs between the City and Hale Township.  Clerk Venier presented a breakdown of the Costs associated with the Fire Protection and informed them that the estimated market values for City buildings would be approximately $1.2 million.  Councilors discussed adding these values in the equation to figure fire protection costs; Mayor Bebo told members that the City would be looking at about a $320 difference, to which Mr. Juncewski and Mikolicheck and Councilors replied it was not worth it to argue over such an amount.

New Business:

1. Councilors discussed the annual review for the Clerk/Treasurer and tabled the matter until the next meeting.

Open discussion:

1. Councilor Miska presented an application for Nolan Johnson as a part time cleaner in the Auditorium.  Clerk Venier said that it would not be a conflict for Councilor Johnson as a Cleaner is not directly responsible to the Council and that Councilor Johnson would have to abstain from actions on his position as a cleaner.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Nolan Johnson as a part time cleaner at the Auditorium.
