Old Business:

1. Council reviewed the 2007 preliminary budget and proposed tax levy.  Clerk Venier explained the following from the preliminary budget:

a. General Fund Expenses increases $50,059 or 8.5% over 2006


b. General Fund Revenues decreased $1,301 or -.42% from 2006; Venier explained the decrease in revenues was the result of the loss of nearly $8,000 in State Aid and a decrease in revenues also derived from less planned Auditorium events and a decrease in building permits.


c. The proposed 2007 General Fund Tax Levy would be $329,038 which represented a 18.5% increase over 2006.  Venier also reported that the total 2007 Proposed Tax Levy would be $428,998 which is an increase of 15.45% over 2006.  Mayor Bebo asked that Clerk Venier prepare a report on past spending since the Council made cuts in 2003 for Council review.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-24: A resolution adopting the 2007 Preliminary City Budget and Preliminary Tax Levy for Taxes collectible in 2007.

New Business:

1. Councilor Wawrzyniak presented the annual reviews for two bartenders at the Municipal Liquor Store and the reviews were tabled until some missing information on the reviews could be clarified.

2. Clerk Venier reviewed Truth in Taxation public hearing requirements and suggested time be set aside at the December Council meetings to conduct the public hearings to comply with the Truth in Taxation requirements.  Council decided to hold the Truth in Taxation hearings on Monday, Dec. 4th and a continuation (if needed) on Mon. Dec. 18 at 6:30 pm in the Auditorium.

Open Discussion:

1. Clerk Venier informed the Council that it would cost approximately $1,000 to get a basic floor plan drawn up for the Auditorium, which is suggested and would be needed if the City would like to move forward at designing accessibility options for the Auditorium.

2. Mayor Bebo requested that Clerk Venier follow up with the City of Hutchinson regarding Christmas decorations.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
