Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting

September 18, 2006

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty, Tim Foss, Nolan Johnson, and Karl Wawrzyniak.

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Dale Kosek, Public Works Supv.; Tom Homme & Jon Thomme, SEH; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the agenda.

Department Business:

1. Public Works:  Mr. Jon Thomme & Tom Homme of SEH presented the results of a Water Treatment Pilot study they had conducted in July.  Mr. Thomme presented the following three options:

a. #1 A water treatment plant using gravity filters.  Includes a 50,000 underground clear well for additional water storage and a 2,032 sq. ft. building for the plant and generator storage.  The preliminary cost estimated at $1,345,102.

b. #2 A water treatment plant using pressure filters.  Includes a 1,420 sq. ft. building for the plant and generator storage, no additional water storage.  The preliminary cost estimated at $1,081,408.

c. #3 A water treatment plant using pressure filters. Includes a 1,192 sq. ft. building for the plant only, no storage space for generator and no additional water storage.  The preliminary cost estimated at $1,018,386.

Mr. Thomme handed out a memo outline financing options available for the City to fund the project.  The memo noted that the funding for Water Treatment projects that correct secondary drinking water contaminates are a low priority on many of the programs available to the City.
  

2. Municipal Liquor Store:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that sales are up $32,671 over 2005.  August had a profit of $1,914 bringing the year to date profit to $35,977.  It was also reported that the Auditorium revenues were $4,901 less than expenses through August.
Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that he and MLS Manager Jerry Quast had interviewed two individuals for part time bartender positions.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to hire Nicolas Moriarty as a part time bartender.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak to hire Julie Mikolichek as a part time Bartender.
Motion failed for lack of a second.

Councilor Wawrzyniak presented employee reviews for Council consideration.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve the 6-month review and step increase for Kathy Hermann.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve the 6-month review and step increase for Gina Hagedorn.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the Annual review and step increase for Amy Yurek.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

The Council reviewed bids for flooring in the pool area of the Liquor Store and requested clarification on one of the bids so that both bids would be for the same services.


3. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty reviewed the public safety report noting that Officer Berger will complete phase I of his training by 10/8 and was not sure how many phases were involved in his training.

Councilor Fogarty presented two policies that were being forwarded by Chief Hummel for Council consideration.  The first policy would amend the current Use of Force policy that the department has; the second policy was a new policy describing guidelines for use of the department’s tire deflation equipment.  Both policies were tabled pending clarification on them.

Mayor Bebo expressed disappointment in hearing the news that Chief Hummel had filed for a City Council opening in Lester Prairie.  Mayor Bebo reported that he was disappointed that Hummel had told the Council that he intended to move to the Silver Lake community and by filing for office in another City it appears that Hummel has other plans.


4. Community Development:  Clerk Venier reported that two individuals attended the public hearing regarding a one-way street on Gehlen Drive.  One a local business owner expressed concerns that converting Gehlen Dr. into a one way would cut off a incoming traffic source into our Main Street business district.  Clerk Venier informed the Council that the Planning Commission had concluded that the City should still move forward with the Lake Association and expand the park in that area and if traffic becomes an issue the matter could be revisited.  Councilor Foss expressed disappointment in the decision not to make the street a one way and stated that as a member of the Lake Association he would not support the purchase of park benches by the Lake Association.  The Council discussed other options to help control traffic in the area.
Clerk Venier also reported that the Planning Commission was approached by a group of teenagers interested in helping to get a skate park in town.  Venier said they are designing a park and he will be working with the so they can get things organized and approach the City Council and different organizations to raise some funds for the park.


5. Administration:  Mayor Bebo reported that he is beginning to organize everything needed to put on the 2nd Annual Mayor’s Thanksgiving Dinner and anyone wishing to help should let him know.  The City Clerk’s annual review was tabled until the next meeting. 

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
