Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

1. Approve the minutes from the August 16, 2004 Regular Meeting

New Business:

1.  Reviewed an application for a 1-day on-sale liquor license for the Silver Lake Lions for 10/22/04.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve a 1-day on sale liquor license for the Lions for 10/22/04.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty 

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store: Councilor Miska gave the following MLS report:

a. Reported that Sales were down from the previous year because the timing of Pola Czesky Days but the month was good.  He also reported that the purchase of capital equipment, Credit card machine and tables ($2,131.43), was the main cause of the loss of $1,173.80 for the month.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Foss gave the following report:

a. Chief Klein reported that he had filled out 2 grants for funding totaling $20,240.00 and is waiting to hear if the requests are funded.  Child Safety Gun Locks are still available and the department expects another large shipment and the Sportsman’s Gun Safety Training Class had distributed many of the gun locks.

b. Councilor Foss included a handout explaining the Check Diversion program that the Department will be working with local retailers on in an attempt to take care of fraudulent checks written to businesses.

c. The Council agreed that while Chief Klein is out of work there will be no coverage for day shifts.  And in the event that Chief Klein is out a long period of time Officer Hummel will be acting Chief.

3. Community Development:  

a. Scott Lhotka presented the final report on pool operations for the season.  The season went well but due to the cool August attendance was down from 2003 at 3,212 compared to 3,544 for ’03.  However there was a total of 169 lessons and 51 pool passes sold for the year and Scott reported that he had received many compliments on the swim lessons and the guards.  Scott reported that the pool closed 9/9/04 and that if the Council would like he would be interested in managing the pool again next year if the new pool opens.

b. Councilor Kieser reported that the Planning Commission will meet on 9/21 and will be reviewing Conditional Use Permits and a sidewalk policy to present to the Council.  Kieser also reminded the Council that the Garbage contract is coming up and this will need to be talked about again soon.

4. Public Works:  Councilor Fogarty presented the following report:  

a. The park shed has been removed;

b. Cross walk painting is being completed

c. Hydrants will be painted throughout the City

d. The final report on Silver Edge Estates Phase II will be presented at the 10/4/04 meeting;

e. The public works crew will be replacing a catch basin on Grove Ave

f. Mayor Bebo asked that Clerk Venier follow up on a faulty light at the ball fields.




5. Administration: 

a. Mayor Bebo stressed the importance of Council Liasons following up with department heads especially on the approving of timecards and if the department heads aren’t submitting the timecards then the Liason should let him know.

b. Clerk reported that the Truth in Taxation Hearings are set for 12/7/04 at 6 pm and the continuation meeting (if needed) will be 12/20/04 at 6 pm.

c. Mayor Bebo requested that the Clerk check to see if there is an illegal water connection on East Main St.

 A motion was made by Councilor Foss to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.
