Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting

January 2, 2007

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members Present:  Mayor Bebo, Councilors Nolan Johnson, and Karl Wawrzyniak

Councilor Pat Fogarty arrived at 7:15pm.

Clerk Kerry Venier administered the Oath of Office to Mayor Bebo for his new term as Mayor.

The Council considered Resolution 07-01: recognizing a vacancy on the Council.  

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 07-01: recognizing a vacant seat on the City Council.
Vote for:  Mayor Bebo, Councilors Johnson & Wawrzyniak

Absent:  Councilor Fogarty

The Council heard from Dale Miska concerning his interest in the vacant position on the Council.  Miska said he would be interested in filling the 2-year term.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to appoint Dale Miska to the City Council until the next City Election is held in 2008.

Clerk Venier administered the Oath of Office to Councilor Dale Miska and Councilor Miska took his seat at the Council.

Councilor Fogarty arrived at 7:15pm and Clerk Venier administered the Oath of Office to Councilor Fogarty for his new term as Council Member.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve the consent agenda.

Old Business:

1. Clerk Venier reviewed the refunding of the 1997 & 2001 GO Bonds with the Council.  Venier reported that he had met with representative from Ehlers & Assoc. and Northland Securities and both had told him that refunding the bonds at this time would be beneficial to the City estimating that the refunding would save approximately $32,000 over the life of the remaining bonds.  Mr. George Eilertson of Northland Securities explained that Northland Securities is able to, as a broker, sell the bonds themselves or put the bond sale out for bids however the City preferred.  

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the advanced refunding of the 1997 & 2001 General Obligation Bonds through Northland Securities.

New Business:

1. Mayor Bebo presented Resolution 07-02 containing his list of annual appointments and liaison assignments.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 07-02: Designating the City’s official newspaper, depositories, and various appointments.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. Council reviewed a contract with Lutheran Social Services and tabled the matter directing the Clerk to find out if other areas charge rent for the Senior Dining Site.

3. Council reviewed a resolution to participate in the McLeod County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Clerk Venier reported that the resolution is the first step in setting up the plan and next will be doing a risk assessment of past hazards and potential hazards and then doing some planning for them.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 07-03: A resolution to participate in McLeod County’s Hazard Mitigation Plan.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
4. Discussed a water/sewer complaint that the owner’s meter isn’t working properly.  Clerk Venier reported that the meter was tested and was within the allowable limits for a used meter.  Council suggested putting a new meter on and track usage for two weeks and review the matter again.

Open Discussion:

1. Discussed a request from Grace Bible Church to plow snow on Cleveland St into the middle of the road and remove it.  Councilor Johnson said that Public Works Supv. Kosek said he will research the matter to see if it is feasible.

2. Mayor Bebo asked Councilors to talk with their respective Department Heads and come up with a plan to improve communications and report back at the next meeting.  Mayor Bebo suggested that a workshop session be utilized as part of the 2nd meeting of each month.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
