Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting

October 1, 2007

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty, Nolan Johnson, Dale Miska, & Karl Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Ray Bandas. Knights of Columbus; Pam Fleischaker, Waste Management; David Thamert & Travis Christenson, TCW

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve the agenda.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the Consent Agenda.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Councilors discussed a request to purchase materials for the construction of a fence to contain the garbage cans at the Municipal Liquor Store.  Clerk Venier reported that the materials were ordered and the cost would be $1,230.08.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve $1,230.08 for the purchase of materials for a fence at the Municipal Liquor Store.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
Mr. Ray Bandas presented the Council with a check for $359.00; Bandas reported that the money was raised through the KC’s paper drive and they would like to donate it towards Pool operations.  Mayor Bebo suggested that the money be put into the Pool capital purchases fund to be used for upgrades/equipment at the pool.

Old Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a proposal from Waste Management to extend the current contract for residential refuse collection services.  Mrs. Pam Fleischaker of Waste Management explained that the unilateral renewal option was not in the current contract and reviewed the CPI factor that was in question from the previous meeting and reported that this is what they used in determining price adjustments in 2009 and 2010.  The price adjustment would be equal to the CPI percentage or 3%, whichever was less, and in the event the CPI % was less than zero there would be no change in pricing.  The pricing would stay the same for 2008.  

Councilors heard a presentation from Mr. Travis Christenson and David Thamert of TCW regarding TCW’s desire to provide residential refuse collection services for the City.  Mr. Christenson informed the Council that TCW would offer the following pricing for the City (taxes included in price):

a. $11.95/month for 90 gal container

b. $10.95/month for 60 gal container

c. $9.95/month for 35 gal container

Clerk Venier told Councilors that the Senior Rate was a very popular rate and encouraged that it continued to be offered to residents who qualify.  Mr. Christenson of TCW reported that they currently offer a senior rate but after some discussion reported that TCW would offer a Senior Rate of $8.00/month (tax included) for a 35 gal. container to residents who would qualify.

Councilors were split on whether or not to decide on approving Waste Management’s request to extend the amended contract so Mayor Bebo suggested tabling the matter until the next meeting.



2. Councilors reviewed a proposal for the development of an Industrial Park Concept plan and Clerk Venier explained that the Developer would be willing to share the costs of the plan 50/50 with the City.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 07-14: approving a proposal for the development of an Industrial Park Concept plan.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

3. At the request of Clerk Venier to keep the meeting open, Councilors gave their annual review of Venier’s job performance.  Councilors rated Venier’s overall performance as meeting the expectations of the position.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve the annual review for Kerry Venier with a step increase.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

New Business:

1. Clerk Venier forwarded a request on behalf of the Ambulance department for the purchase of a new Defibulator.  The proposal would cost $10,358.25; Venier reported that the new unit has been researched and would be the best one to suit the needs of the department.  Venier also reported that the department has raised all of the funds and no funds would have to come out of the department’s budget.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 07-15: Approving the purchase of Defibulator.
Vote for:  Unanimous.
Motion carried.

2. Councilor Miska presented Lindsay Kosek for hire as a part time bartender at the liquor store and reported that he and Manager Quast had interviewed her and recommended her hire.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Johnson to hire Lindsay Kosek as a part time bartender for the MLS.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Clerk Venier presented Shawn Wicklund for hire as a part time cleaner.  Councilor Miska told Councilors that he had not yet had a chance to interview her and did not know if this was to replace a person or to add a third to the cleaning shift.  Councilors decided to table the matter until the MLS Manager and Council Liaison had a chance to discuss the matter.

Open Discussion:

1. Councilor Miska reported that he is speaking with a realtor about some vacant land available on Highway 7, as a possible location for an off sale facility.

2. Mayor Bebo reported that he had attended a meeting held by a group of local business owners and said they are trying to form a business association.  Bebo said interest seems good from those in attendance and many good ideas were generated.

3. Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that the City sign on the west end will be installed this fall while the one on the east end will likely have to wait until the spring as no easement has been granted yet.

4. Mayor Bebo encouraged Councilors, as City Leaders, to get out and discuss their feelings on the upcoming school referendum.  Clerk Venier also reminded that the district is the largest employer and felt the City should support all businesses with in the City.

5. Mayor Bebo requested permission to allow a group to use the Auditorium for walking in the evenings.  He said he had been approached with the request to use the facility from 5-7 pm during the winter months.  Councilors supported the idea and said as long as it didn’t interfere with scheduled events it would work.  The matter will be referred to MLS Manager Quast.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Johnson to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
