Old Business:

1. Ms. Cynthia Smith-Strak presented and reviewed the enabling resolution for the Economic Development Authority with the Council.  Ms. Strak also reviewed demographical information relating that the City should look at participating in the Small Cities Grant program which is a Community Development Block Grant that is administered through the state and the priorities of the grant are to eliminate blight, focus on low to moderate income, and to alleviate an urgent need in the community.  Ms. Strak also reviewed the remaining steps for the Council to take to form the EDA.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to hold a Public Hearing on Monday November 3rd, 2003 at 7:00 PM in the Silver Lake Auditorium to gather public input regarding Resolution 03-17: A resolution enabling the creation of an Economic Development Authority in the City of Silver Lake, Minnesota.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

2. Ms. Judy Breck addressed the Council regarding the Homespun Holidays program that she has coordinated over the last two years with local businesses and informed the Council that the plans are to have the program over the 1st weekend in December.  She also welcomed any businesses or residents to get involved ion the program.  Mayor Bebo informed the Council that the Legion and the City will have Santa and a sleigh ride tentatively scheduled for the 3rd weekend of December.

3. The Council received a request for a rate increase from the City Assessor.  The request is only the second such request in 9 years of service.  The request is an increase from $6.00 per parcel to $6.50 per parcel.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve the assessment rate of $6.50 per parcel for 2004.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

4. Councilor Fogarty and Clerk Venier reviewed a proposal to operate a youth center out of the Auditorium.  The mission of the Youth Center would be to provide opportunities for area youth to participate in a wide variety of activities in a structured and safe environment.  The proposal indicated that the center would be open from 3 pm to 5 pm Monday through Friday for after school activities.  The costs for the proposal were:

In addition to recreation opportunities the center could provide programming to include outdoor activities, homework help (possibly utilizing local peer helpers), structured gaming activities, and even field trips to movies, bowling, football games, swimming, etc. . .
