Regular Meeting

October 3, 2005 

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

1. Approve minutes of the September 19, 2005 regular meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve the Consent Agenda.

Motion carried.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 05-23: A resolution approving an application for a gaming license. (SLFD Relief Assoc.)
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Old Business:

1. SCDP Grant Application Public Hearing:
Mayor Bebo called the public hearing to order at 6:04pm.  The public hearing was a follow up to the 8/31/05 Open House hosted by Mayor Bebo, Clerk Venier, and Representatives of the Municipal Development Group.  MDG representative Karin Tank presented a program outlining the City’s specifics of the City’s grant application. Ms. Tank highlighted the financial package for residential rehab stating that the program would be set up with 60% of the project funded through a deferred loan, with 20% of the principal balance forgiven each year over a five year period and the other 40% funded either through owner equity of programs available through the Southwest MN Housing Partnership.  Ms. Tank and Clerk Venier answered Council’s and other guests’ questions regarding the application and how the program would work if the funding is approved.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson and seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 05-27: A resolution approving a grant application.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty and seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 05-29: A resolution naming a grant administrator for the purpose of administering a Small Cities Development Program Grant.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Resolution 05-28: A resolution identifying “Slum and Blight Conditions” was tabled until the October 17 regular meeting.


2. Amy Wilde of Meeker-McLeod-Sibley Community Health Services Board presented the results of the “Senior Friendly Survey” that was distributed in July & August.  Ms. Wilde reported that the City ranked very well overall and reviewed each section of the survey with Council members.  At the end of the presentation Ms. Wilde presented the Council with a plaque designating Silver Lake as a “Minnesota Living Well Community”.


3. Public Safety Reserves.  Chief Short discussed possible changes to the proposed Public Safety Reserve Policy.  Councilors Foss & Fogarty expressed a desire to see reserves volunteer one shift over Pola Czesky days as part of their service to the community.  
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 05-25: A resolution adopting a rank & file structure & position responsibilities for the Silver Lake Public Safety Reserves.
Motion failed for lack of a second.

Council made revisions to the policy to include 

a. radios & keys to the squad will be issued & returned by the reserve officer each shift rather that having the reserve officer keep them

b. 6 – 10 hour ride-along shifts was changed to 60 hours of ride-along time per year

c. volunteer one shift over pola czesky days.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 05-25: A resolution adopting a rank & file structure & position responsibilities for the Silver Lake Public Safety Reserves.
Vote for:  unanimous
Motion carried.
4. Chief Short presented a recommendation that Administrative citations be used only for City Code violations and to discontinue their use for traffic violations and other state statute violations.  Clerk & Chief are to prepare a resolution to that affect and present at next meeting.

5. Officer Hummel requested reimbursement of 10 hours vacation time he had to use because he was only scheduled 7 shifts in pay period 19.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Foss to credit William Hummel 10 hours of vacation time due to a scheduling error in pay period 19.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
6. Discussed construction of a fence at the municipal liquor store to enclose garbage containers.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
