Regular Meeting

October 5, 2009

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Scott Qualle & Ty Turnquist, MNSPECT; Gary Mallak, American Legion Post 141; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve the agenda.

Consent Agenda:

1. Approve minutes of the September 21, 2009 regular meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Jennell Johnson seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve the Consent Agenda.

Old Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a proposed Park Policy.  Discussion was held regarding the proposed policy and the matter was tabled pending changes in the language of the policy from defining prohibited activities to discouraging certain activities.


2. Councilors conducted the annual performance review for the Clerk/Treasurer.  Councilors rated Clerk Venier’s performance as meeting and exceeding expectations of the position and noted areas to work on for the coming year.  These included continuing work on improving the City’s finances and working with department head on improving communication and budget understanding.  

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve the annual review and retain Kerry Venier.

New Business:

1. Scott Qualle and Ty Turnquist of MNSPECT gave a quarterly update of building activity within the City.  Ty reported that there were 12 permits issued in the third quarter with a valuation of $60,674 and there have been 42 permits with a valuation of $4,232,334 so far in 2009.  The majority of the permits were tied to the Cedar Crest project, which is complete, and a certificate of occupancy has been issued.  Mr. Qualle reported that there have been very few issues this year with the main exception of Moonstar Antiques, which has been occupying a new building with out a certificate of occupancy being issued.  Mayor Bebo inquired if it has been posted no occupancy as had been discussed in June or July, to which Mr. Qualle was unsure but would follow up with the Clerk as to the status of the issue.


2. Councilors reviewed the following applications for business licenses:  Clerk Venier informed Councilors regarding Sunday Liquor, he found that the American Legion can apply for a temporary license once per month not to exceed 12 days in a year, and the temporary license can be on a Sunday.

a. Silver Lake Lions: 10-30-09 (Turtle Soup) One Day Liquor

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve a one day liquor license for the Silver Lake Lions on 10-30-09.

b. Silver Lake Legion Post 141: 11-1-09 One Day Liquor

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve a one-day liquor license for the Silver Lake American Legion Post 141 on 11-1-09.

c. Silver Lake American Legion Post 141:  12-13-09 One Day Liquor

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve a one-day liquor license for the Silver Lake American Legion Post 141 on 12-13-09.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

3. Councilors reviewed the revenues and expenses through the third quarter.  Clerk Venier reviewed projected revenues and expenses, and barring any major expenses, Venier reported that the General Fund will likely increase its fund balance by $40,000-$50,000 in 2009.  These numbers are anticipating all tax revenue is received and a $15,000 transfer from the liquor store fund.  Venier also suggested that Councilors begin thinking about a $5,000 transfer included in the Community Development department that was slated to go to either to the EDA fund or the Parks Fund (towards the purchase of a Pier on the Lake).  Mayor Bebo also asked if any surplus in monies received for Summer Rec programs could be put into a separate fund and Venier suggested putting the surplus into the Parks & Pool capital improvement fund.

Open Discussion:

1. Clerk Venier presented an application for a one day 3.2 beer license for Holy Family Catholic Church for 10/4/09.  Venier explained that the applicant had forgotten to apply for the beer license when they applied for the previously approved raffle license for the same event.  Venier said he had spoke with the Mayor and Police Chief regarding the matter; and the Police Chief approved the license before the event and the Attorney said she didn’t see a problem with issuing it after the fact as long as the Police approved the application.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve a one-day 3.2 beer license for Holy Family Catholic Church on 10-4-09.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

2. Councilors reviewed a memo from Public Works Supervisor regarding needed lift station repairs to the west lift station as well as the Silver Edge Lift Station.  Kosek reported earlier on the needed repairs for the Silver Edge Lift Station and a motion was approved for the repairs; but now a quote was presented from Tri State Pump to repair both lift stations for approximately, depending on what is found to cause the problem in the west lift station, $3,695.70.  This price was $1,513.70 higher that the one quoted by Braun to only repair the Silver Edge lift station.  Kosek was asking for approval to have Tri State Pump complete both projects.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve repairs to the West and Silver Edge lift stations up to $3,695.70 based on the lower of quotes from Tri State Pump and Braun Intertech.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

3. Councilor Fogarty commented that the Cedar Crest project, now complete, went exceptional smooth with the Owner and Contractor doing an excellent job and keeping the Fire Department and Public Works involved in various stages of construction.


4. Councilors discussed the progress of a plan to replace street light poles along Main Street.  Clerk Venier said Xcel has all the information regarding the proposed project and has not submitted anything yet.  Councilor Fogarty said that he would refer someone interested in changing streetlights to the Clerk.  Clerk Venier also informed Councilors that if there is a street light out residents are urged to call either City Hall or Xcel directly; and he was informed that they will repair a light right away.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried; meeting adjourned at 8:16 pm.
