Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting

October 6, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Mayor Bruce Bebo, Councilors Pat Fogarty, Dale Miska, and Karl Wawrzyniak

Absent:  Councilor Nolan Johnson

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Bill Hummel, Police Chief; Eric Angval; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

Clerk Venier reported that Eric Angval had requested to be added to the agenda.


A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the amended agenda.

** Mr. Eric Angval addressed the Council and introduced himself as a candidate for the MN State Representative seat for District 18A.  Mr. Angval told of his experiences in local government, his understanding of the needs of small cities in Minnesota and that he would work to help small cities.

Old Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a final proposal for the purchase of a new truck for the Public Works department.  Resolution 08-26: Approving the purchase of a 2008 Ford F-450 Truck was introduced.  Clerk Venier reported that staff had explored financing options for the purchase and was recommending a 5 year Lease/Purchase Agreement with Ford Motor Credit Company.  Venier explained that the cost of the vehicle was $47,075.73, the underwriting fee would be $425.00, and finance costs would be $4,531.70.
Mayor Bebo asked that a plan to sell the current truck be presented at the next meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 08-26: Approving the purchase of a F-450 truck from Holt Motors & Approve a Lease Agreement with Ford Motor Credit Company.

2. Councilors set the Truth in Taxation hearing dates as follows: Monday, December 1, 2008 at 6:30 pm with a continuation meeting (if needed) on Monday, December 15, 2008 at 6:30 pm.


New Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a One Day Liquor License application for the Silver Lake Lions on 10/24/08 for the Sportsmen’s Club Turtle Soup Feed.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve a One Day Liquor License for the Silver Lake Lions Club for 10/24/08.

2. Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the Contract for building inspection services expires on 12/31/08 and the City has received a letter from CDS Inspections requesting an opportunity to bid on the service.  Councilors directed the Clerk to advertise for proposals.

Open Discussion:

1. Police Chief Hummel informed Councilors that Officer Berger had tendered his resignation and his last day was on October 4, 2008.  Chief Hummel recommended not filling the full time position until 2009 and said he would like to use any money saved in payroll expenses to purchase technology upgrades for the squad.  
Mayor Bebo inquired what the savings would be and it was reported that the City would save approximately $2,100 through December.  Councilor Miska inquired as to whether the Full Time position is really necessary or could the City utilize part time officers to cover hours when the Chief is off duty.  Councilors inquired if it would be possible to contract with McLeod County to provide coverage when the Chief is off duty.
Mayor Bebo asked Clerk Venier to prepare a report of costs associated with the Full Time position and asked Chief Hummel to contact McLeod County to discuss contracting options and to explore if the County would cover call time for the City.  Councilors asked to have the numbers presented at the next Council meeting and Chief Hummel will invite the Sheriff to discuss the matter at the first meeting in November.


2. Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the Fire Department had received donations and was recommending the purchase of a Thermal Imaging Camera.  

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 08-27: approving the purchase of a Thermal Imaging Camera.

Motion carried.

3. Councilor Miska informed Councilors that the old walkin cooler from the MLS has been sold for $300.  Councilor Fogarty asked why the Cooler was sold with out coming before the Council as it was done before; he expressed disappointment that an offer was turned down at the last meeting and this time it was not even brought before the Council.


4. Mayor Bebo asked that the Planning Commission review the zoning ordinance and give recommendations for clarifying definitions within the ordinance.


5. Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the City is working with a developer interested in constructing a 48 unit assisted living/memory care facility in Silver Lake.  Discussions are ongoing and Councilors asked that the project be given full support of City staff in developing a plan to make the project feasible.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
