Silver Lake City Council 

Regular Meeting

October 18, 2004

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.

Members Present:  Councilors Fogarty, Foss, Kieser, & Miska

Also present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk/Treasurer; Ken & Dorothy Merrill, Silver Lake Leader; Ron & Roxy Yurek, Lynn Monger, and Kevin Johnson

Consent Agenda:

1. Approve minutes from the September 20, 2004 Regular Meeting

2. Approve minutes from the October 4, 2004 Regular Meeting

3. Claims to be paid $60,284.88

4. Payroll #21

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.


New Business 

1. Review of Delinquent water/sewer accounts.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve a payment plan of $50.00 per week for customers at 01-00000476-06 until the bill is caught up.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. Candidate Kevin Johnson addressed the Council concerning his bid to be elected to the MN House Seat occupied by Rep. Scott Newman.


Department Business:

A. Liquor Store:  

i. The Silver Lake Lions Organization presented a request to remove its pull tab booth and replace it with pull tab machines.  The Council discussed the areas of responsibilities for upkeep of the machines and payouts; it was presented that the MLS staff would only be responsible for payouts and it would be designated that bar business came before payouts of machine.  The filling of the machine and deposits would be the responsibility of the Lions and the MLS Manager.  The Lions also informed the Council that with the Pull Tab machines the rent paid to the MLS would increase from 8% of Gross Profits to 20% and there will be a trial period to see how the machines work.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the installation of pull tab machines in the Municipal Liquor Store by the Silver Lake Lions Club and increase rent from 8% to 20%, not to exceed state limits, of gross profits at a time chosen by the Silver Lake Lions Club and to review in six months.  Seconded by Councilor Miska. 
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
ii. Councilor Miska reported that MLS Manager Quast reported that for the month of September Liquor Store profits were $3,854.24 compared to ($4,408.82) for 2003 and that the MLS is slightly ahead of budgeted sales for the year while expenses are lower than budgeted and that the MLS is 6% higher than the budgeted profit for the year with Profit to Date of $41,890.20 compared to $9,908.40 at this time in 2003.

B.  Public Safety:  Councilor Foss reported on the following:

i. The PD had received equipment that was provided under a grant received by McLeod County for local departments;

ii. Chief Klien had requested that the new squad be repainted so it would be black & white at an additional cost of approximately $400.00.  The Council tabled this request until a list of all costs to replace the squad could be reviewed.

iii. Clerk Venier informed the Council that Chief Klien had requested that the documentation regarding his suspension be removed from his file after six months.  Venier informed the Council that in accordance with State Retention laws this information is to remain on file until six months after the employees employment relationship has ended but the Council could add commendations as it deems warranted at any time.  After discussion the request was denied.

C. Public Works: Councilor Fogarty reported on the following Public Works activities:

i. Contracted snow removal trucks will haul again in 2004-2005 snow season but were requesting a $5.00 increase due to fuel price increases and the last time any increase was made was in 1999.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to increase Snow Hauler rates by $5.00 per hour.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
ii. Leave Sweeping will begin and catch basin cleaning will be done when sweeping is completed.

iii. Hydrant flushing will be completed before weather turns too cold and a notice will be put in the paper.

iv. Winter preparations have begun and blade for plow will be removed from park and stored at the City shed.

v. Notice of the Winter Parking Ban will be put in paper and ban will start November 1st stating if there is snow cars must be off the street.

D. Planning Commission: Councilor Kieser reported that the Planning Commission had recommended that the City review its accessory building size restrictions and recommended amending the restricted size from 800 sq. ft. to 1000 sq. ft. because they have been receiving more requests to build garages over the 800 sq. ft. limit and with the 40% lot coverage requirement the City would still be able to control how much of a lot is developed.  The Council tabled this matter to a later date to see what other communities are doing.

E. Administration:  Clerk Venier reported on the following:

i. Ordinance 60 prohibiting disorderly conduct in schools or on school property and providing administrative penalties.  After much discussion as to the specifics this was tabled until clarification for Chief Klien or School Resource Officer Rehman could be received.

ii. Renewal of Certificate of Deposit at First Community in the amount of $103,500.23.  Clerk Venier recommended renewing the CD for a term of 18 months at First Community Bank in Silver Lake.
 A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to purchase an 18-month Certificate of Deposit in the amount of $103,500.23 at First Community Bank in Silver Lake at an interest rate of 2.6%.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
iii. Application for renewal of the Club On Sale Liquor License for the Silver Lake Legion Post 141 was received and reviewed.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the Club On Sale Liquor License for the Silver Lake American Legion Post 141 for 2005.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
iv. Council received a memo from the League of MN Cities regarding skate parks and tabled discussion until a latter date.

v. Follow up on the storage sheds:  Clerk Venier reported that no progress has been made and the City has filed a formal complaint for violation of the City’s zoning ordinance.

vi. Mayor Bebo requested that the Clerk follow up on the removal of the temporary volleyball court so the skating rink can be set up for this winter and that the Summer Recreation Program be reviewed at the next meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to adjourn this Regular Meeting.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

Motion carried; Meeting adjourned 8:27 pm.
