Minutes

Mayor Bebo called this Regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council to order at 6:00 PM.

New Business:

1. Application for payment #4 was presented from Juul Contracting Co. for work done on Phase II of the Silver Edge Estates.  Clerk reported that the costs are right in line to date with the contract.

A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve Application for Payment # 4 in the amount of $140,309.30 to Juul Contracting Co.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

Old Business:

1. Clerk recommended closing the MJSK money market account and investing those monies into a 6 or 12 month Certificate of Deposit through 1st Community Bank.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to close the MJSK money market and purchase a 12-month Certificate of Deposit through 1st Community Bank.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. The Council reviewed the budget for the Liquor Store and upon the recommendation of the MLS Manager adjusted the budget to be:  Expenses are at $556,651.00 and Revenues are at $570,995.00 the Council will finalize the budget at it’s Truth in Taxation meeting in December.  
MLS Manager Quast presented the monthly report.  Reporting that Sales were very low for September and the liquor store reported a loss of $4624.99, which was $250 less than in 2002 but he was very disappointed in the slow sales.  The MLS manager also reviewed the wrestling event at the Auditorium noting that it was a profitable event, due to the volunteer labor that was on hand, and that the profits from the food sales would go toward the sleigh ride in December.  Councilor Kieser brought up a complaint that bartenders were sitting at the bar while on duty.  Manager will address the issue with the staff.

3. Councilor Kieser gave the following Public Safety report:

a. Reported on school projects/programs:  Officer Anderson did the escort for the Holy Family School Marathon; there will me a Mix It Up Day at Lakeside on 11/18 and City Leaders and public safety personnel are invited to spend the morning with the children mixing it up.

b. Reported on scheduling activities

c. Reviewed the ride along policy and informed the Council that the current policy isn’t being followed by the Police Department and discussion was held regarding the importance of the ride along program in training and development but at issue was the fact that the current department policy was not being followed and the Chief needs to review the policy and present his recommendation at the next meeting.

d. Councilor Kieser reported that there are still many blight issues and very few citations have been issued and very little follow up is being done by the police department when questions arise.   

e. Chief’s review to be done at the 11/3/03 meeting.

4. The Council reviewed the Public Works Budget for 2004 and Public Works Supervisor Kosek answered questions and reported that the budget was as streamlined as it could get without cutting monies set aside for capital improvements.  Mr. Kosek also gave the monthly report for the department noting that the Phase II portion of Silver Edge Estates was nearing completion and the project went smoothly.

5. Councilor Fogarty gave the following Community Development report:

a. 3 building permits in the amount of $13,000 were issued in September

b. Reminded the Council of the Public Hearing set for 11/3 for the consideration of the EDA enabling resolution

c. The Planning Commission will hold a Public Hearing regarding the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for an accessory building over 800 sq. ft. at 108 E Main St. on 10/27

d. GSL Schools committee will be meeting on the 23rd in October

e. Recommended that the City begin preparing an application for a Small Cities Grant to revitalize the Main St and provide funding opportunities for residential rehabilitation.

6. Mayor Bebo reported that the Personnel Committee would meet on the 27th of Oct to continue work on revising the personnel policy.  He also reported that the office recarpeting that was budgeted for this year and recommended that the Clerk get some prices to complete the job.  

7. The Council reviewed the budget for the Ambulance Department and Ambulance Chief Duane Wawrzyniak.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to adjourn, Seconded by Councilor Foss.
