Mayor Bebo opened the regular meeting of the City Council of Silver Lake at 6:00 pm.

New Business:

1. Ms. Denise Ertl of the McLeod County Public Health department addressed the Council regarding a County wide smoke-free restaurant ordinance.  Ms. Ertl reviewed information related to the health dangers associated with 2nd hand smoke and asked the Council to consider passing a resolution banning smoking in restaurants in the City.  Ms. Ertl also reported that Olmstead County is the only County in the State with such an ordinance and Duluth is the only city in the State but others are considering such action.  A study was done in the City of Duluth as to the effects of the ban and Ms. Ertl reported that the results showed no decrease in sales tax revenues for the City since adopting the ordinance.
Ms. Ertl also requested the use of the City’s Auditorium to hold public forums in regards to this issue.  The Council informed Ms. Ertl that she could use the Auditorium and that they would have to do some research before making any decisions on this topic.

2. The Planning Commission gave a recommendation to approve a Conditional Use Permit for construction of an accessory building over 800 square feet at 108 East Main St.
