Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting
November 3, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the Consent Agenda.

Old Business:

1. Councilors reviewed proposals for Building Inspection Services as submitted by MNSPECT and CDS Inspections.

Mr. Craig Schultz of CDS Inspections informed Councilors that he is just starting his business and thanked them for the opportunity to submit a proposal.  Mr. Schultz reported that he also has a contract with the City of Hector.  He also reviewed his experience and qualifications in the Building Inspection industry.

Mr. Scott Qualle of MNSPECT told Councilors that MNSPECT had been the City’s building inspector for the past 14 years and reviewed his company’s experience and qualifications.
Mayor Bebo suggested that Councilors review the proposals more closely and be ready to make a decision at the November 17th Meeting.

New Business:

1. Councilors reviewed an application for a Conditional Use Permit for Cedar Crest Estates to operate an Assisted Living Facility in a R-1 zoning district.  Clerk Venier reviewed the application and informed the Council that the Planning Commission had held a public hearing on October 21ts and recommended approving the CUP with the following conditions: A.  Land be permanently dedicated to the City for public use as described in the Site Plan; B.  a green barrier be installed and maintained along the Main Street border of the property; C. approval of the project received from the MN Dept. of Natural Resources.

Ms. Roz Ewald gave an overview of the project and told Councilors that the facility would have 48 units and would have approximately 40 employees (10 full time and up to 30 part time).  Councilors asked if the parking lot as proposed was large enough and Clerk Venier informed them that the zoning ordinance called for one space for every 2 units so the proposed 25-space lot would be sufficient.  

Clerk Venier informed Councilors that the City and Ms. Ewald have been working closely with the Dept of Natural Resources, as they give the City guidance to following the shoreland management regulations.  Mr. David Broll asked who has the authority over the project, Venier reported that he believed it was ultimately up to the City but with the absence of a Shoreland Management ordinance the City relied on guidance from the MN DNR for interpretation of the shoreland management regulations.  Venier told Councilors that the City has submitted a proposal to the DNR for review, and also reported that the City may need to dedicate park space within 1000 ft. of the lake.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve a Conditional Use Permit to construct a 48-Unit Assisted Living Facility within the R-1 zoning district for parcel number 19.079.0160 with the following conditions:
a. A green barrier must be constructed along the property line abutting Main Street;
b. A fifty foot wide section of the entire shoreline be dedicated to the City for public use;
c. Approval of the project be received from the MN Dept. of Natural Resources.

Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.


2. Councilors reviewed the Public Safety budget and Mayor Bebo suggested that the Council review the line items of the Ambulance and Fire budgets similar to how they review the Police budget.

Open Discussion:

1. Councilor Fogarty reported that the Public Works Supervisor was recommending hiring Jim Wendolek as a back up plow truck operator to be used on an as needed basis.  

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the hire of Jim Wendolek as a back up plow operator at the Grade 3 year 3 pay rate.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

2. Councilor Fogarty reported that the Public Works Supervisor was recommending that the City approve a snow hauling contract with Borka Trucking for the 2008 season at the rate of $70.00 per hour, which is the same rate as in 2007.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve a snow-hauling contract with Borka Trucking for the 2007 rate.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

3. Councilor Miska presented the annual review for Ryan Neubarth, a part time bartender, and reported that the MLS Manager recommended approval of the review with a step increase in pay.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the annual review and step increase for Ryan Neubarth.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.


4. Clerk Venier reminded Councilors about the Canvassing Board meeting scheduled for Wednesday November 5th at 6:30 pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
