Regular Meeting

November 5, 2007

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Pat Fogarty (arrived at 6:40pm); Nolan Johnson, Dale Miska, & Karl Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Dale Kosek, Public Works Supervisor; Frank Koelfgen; Dorothy Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

Old Business:

1. Public Works Supervisor Dale Kosek reviewed quotes for snow hauling services and reported that he had asked another company for a quote and they did not submit one.  Kosek reviewed the prices that Litzau Co. charges for hauling for the City of Lester Prairie and noted that the City of Lester Prairie staff does the loading similar to what is currently being done.  Kosek recommended approving the use of Borka Excavating to haul snow at a rate of $70.00 per hour and also to approve Gordy Mikolichek as a hauler for the same rate in emergency situations.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the use of Borka Excavating for snow hauling services at a rate of $70.00 per hour per truck.

Motion carried.
Mayor Bebo requested that the City Clerk write up a contract for the matter.

2. Council reviewed a proposal for the City to remove sidewalk along the Main Street Business district.  Clerk Venier explained that the proposal was for the removal on snow on the Main Street portion of the buildings located in the District only, and owners would still be responsible for removing snow from the doorways and parking lots, as well as any side road sidewalks.  Mayor Bebo said the proposal’s costs seemed a bit eschewed in that it included the full price of the tractor even though the tractor is also used for mowing.  Clerk Venier reported that the Public Works Supervisor wasn’t sure if the plan would even be feasible.  After some discussion the consensus was to actively enforce the current snow removal policy and review the matter next year if needed.

3. Reviewed a club license application for the American Legion.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve License 08-01: Club On Sale License for the American Legion Post 141.

New Business:

1. Mr. Frank Koelfgen of Molly’s Café addressed the Council asking if the City would consider licensing his restaurant for the sale on On Sale Liquor.  Clerk Venier said he would research the matter to see if it is allowed under the current ordinance and statutes and report back to Mr. Koelfgen and the Council.

2. Reviewed license for Municipal Liquor Store.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve License 08-02: On/Off Sale License for Silver Lake Municipal Liquors.

Open Discussion:

1. Councilor Miska reported that he is working on finding space on Highway 7 for the relocation of the Municipal Liquor Store and will have more information at a later date.

2. Councilor Johnson reviewed a memo from the Police Chief regarding animal controls in area cities.  Mayor Bebo asked that PD check on permitting procedures in those cities as the memo only mentioned if a permit is required and nothing regarding how a permit is obtained.

3. Councilors discussed the construction of a fence at the Municipal Liquor and the removal of a fish house on the property.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Miska to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
