Mayor Bebo called this Regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council to order at 6:00 PM.

4. Approve two one-day gambling permits for Holy Family Catholic Church for Feb. 1st and Feb. 14th of 2004.

New Business:

1. The Council reviewed Resolution 03-18 regarding application of a gaming application for the Silver Lake Lions.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 03-18: A resolution approving an application for a gaming license for the Silver Lake Lions.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

2. Reviewed a proposed new lease agreement with the Lions for the pull-tab booth in the MLS.  This was mandated by the state with new regulations on non-profit organizations operating pull-tab booths.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve the new lease agreement between the Lions and the City to lease space at the Municipal Liquor Store for the Lions pull-tab operations at a rate of 8% of gross profits.  The lease will run from 4/1/04 to 3/31/06.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

3. The Council received a letter of complaint from Mr. Dale Nowak.  The letter was regarding school issues and having received a response from Superintendent Worner on the matter no action was taken.

4. A request by Dorothy Hlavka that the City Quit Claim deed her land lying on the easterly 33’ of Lane Ave was received.  The Clerk explained the area requested and that a similar claim was granted to Mr. Ernie Jurek and Mr. Dan Tschimperle for property abutting their land years earlier.  The Clerk informed the Council that their options were to Quit claim deed the land to Ms. Hlavka, sell the land, or do nothing with the land.  In light of the similar granting of request for Mr. Jurek and Mr. Tschimperle.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to Deed (Description of land yet to be determined).  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

5. A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to approve $1,196.00 for replacement of the floor in City Hall.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

6. Received Application for Payment #5 from Juul Contracting  for work on phase II of Silver Edge Estates in the amount of $57,189.52.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve application for payment #5 to Juul Contracting for $57,189.52.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

Old Business:

1. The Council reviewed the Police department for 2004 and made adjusted expenses and arrived at $133,195.00 as the proposed budget, which is a 3.49% increase over 2003.

2. The Council reviewed the Fire Department budget and arrived at a proposed budget of  $79,162.00 an increase of 1.4% over 2003.

3. The Council reviewed the Administration, which includes the Mayor, Council, Administration & Community Development, and election expenses, budget and arrived at a proposed budget of $110,375.00 an increase of 23.54% over 2003.  The Clerk explained that approximately $15,000 of the increase was due to elections and a $10,000 capital transfer designed to repay Phase I of the Silver Edge project reserves.

Department Business:

a. Liquor Store & Auditorium:  Councilor Foss reported that sales were up almost $2000 over 2002.  New prices went into affect 10/15/03 with little complaint.  Expenses were higher than 2002 due to a three pay month in Oct as opposed to Nov last year.

b. Public Safety Report:  Councilor Kieser presented the following report from Chief Klien.  

i. There was a red ribbon day at Lakeside school for drug & alcohol awareness which Officer Hummel and Chief Klien attended.

ii. Started issuing dog permits for the ordinance adopted in 3/03.

iii. Reported on progress of Admin Citations.

iv. Chief Klien informed the Council that Chief Cummins of the Glencoe Police Department suggested that the Council write a letter to a home owner on Center St to let him know that he can’t park cars in his yard; Klien informed the Council that the owner says there was a verbal agreement made allowing him to violate the ordinance.  Clerk Venier informed the Council that the agreement was to allow the owner to put up a fence and City records shows no agreement pertaining to the storage of cars could be verified and the owner has been made aware of this fact and has been told of the blight ordinance.  The Council decided that the idea of sending a letter is not consistent with City Code and that ordinance enforcement is the responsibility of the police department. 

v. Reviewed a complaint of campers parking near East Ave. 

c. Public Works:  Councilor Miska reported that Phase II is almost complete and the upgrade to the lift station on Cleveland will be don the week of Nov 11-17th.  Snow removal truck contracts are done and the crack sealing project went as budgeted.

d. Community Development:  Councilor Fogarty reported that being the EDA is in place each Councilor should recruit one candidate for appointment to the EDA in January.  There will be three commissioners needed and two councilor will need to be appointed.  The GSL schools committee is set for 11/20/03.  Reported that the planning for and campground developments in 2004 should start now.

e. Mayor Bebo informed the Council that the City will host a Sleigh ride on Saturday, December 20th in conjunction with the Legion’s Santa.  The Women’s club will again be serving Hot Cocoa and cookies.  He would like to see everyone there.

f. Clerk Venier reported on the progress of a possible Youth Center being located in the Auditorium and he is working with the Community Ed. department to make this happen.  Reported that the plan is to have something in place by the end of winter or early spring.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to adjourn, Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

Vote for:  Unanimous.
