Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting

November 17, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Mayor Bruce Bebo, Councilors Pat Fogarty, Nolan Johnson, Dale Miska, and Karl Wawrzyniak

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the Consent Agenda.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Old Business:

1. Councilors reviewed proposals for Building Inspection services.  Mayor Bebo asked members for their thoughts on the two proposals.  Mr. Craig Schultz, of CDS Inspections, reviewed a comparison between his firms proposal and MNSPECT’s proposal, he reported that he felt his proposal would decrease the amount that goes to the City but would also lower the cost a resident has to pay for a permit.
Councilor Fogarty said he had some concerns over incidents with MNSPECT in the past but felt they were resolved.
Councilor Johnson felt that the variety of services and staff offered by MNSPECT were a plus but would also like to give the opportunity to someone local and felt either of the two firms were good.
Councilors Wawrzyniak and Miska said they were happy with what MNSPECT has done and has to offer.
Mayor Bebo asked Scott Qualle of MNSPECT why quarterly reports about building activity were not being done by them, as Mr. Qualle said would be done when the original contract was signed; to which Mr. Qualle reported he was not invited to attend any meetings.  Mayor Bebo said that he would like to see this happen with whoever is awarded the contract.
Steve & Lisa Hauer addressed the Council and reported that they had a negative incident with MNSPECT during the remodeling of their business and would like the City to give the contract to CDS Inspections.  Mr. Qualle responded that the problems with the Hauer’s project were Building Code problems and would have been problems no matter who the inspector was.

A motion as made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve MNSPECT proposal for Building Inspection services for three years, from 1/1/09 to 12/31/2011.

Against:  Councilor Johnson
Motion carried.

2. Mayor Bebo opened the sealed bids for the 1992 Chevrolet flat bed pick up truck.
Mayor Bebo said he would not announce the names of the bids until Councilors approved a bid so as not to affect the process.  Bids were $2,500, $1,551, $2,000, & $2,166.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to accept the high bid of $2,500.00 for the 1992 Chevrolet Flat Bed Truck.

3. Councilors reviewed bids for leasing Farm Land owned by the City near the treatment ponds.  Mayor Bebo announced the bids of $130 per acre and $172 per acre.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to accept the high bid of $172.00 per acre to lease the farmland for a three-year period from 1/1/09 to 12/31/2011.

Department Business:

1. Councilor Miska reported the following for the Municipal Liquor Store:

a. Revenues for October were $45,627 and expenses were $41,699.05 resulting in a profit of $3,929.  Year to date profit, excluding capital improvement expenses, is $25,240.


b. Recommended approving the annual reviews for Amy Yurek and Shawn Wicklund.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the annual review with step pay increase for Amy Yurek.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the annual review with step pay increase for Shawn Wicklund.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

2. Councilor Johnson reported that he did not receive a report for the Police Department but had spoken with Police Chief Bill Hummel briefly about the progress on filling the full Time officer position.  Johnson reported that the City has received fifty applications for the position and interviews will be held in early December.  Councilor Johnson told Councilors that he did not know who would be conducting the interviews.  Clerk Venier said the City should be consistent in how interviews are conducted.  Councilors agreed and told Councilor Johnson that the interviews are to be conducted by the Liaison, the Department head and a member of the Personnel Committee.


3. Councilor Fogarty reported the following Public Works activities:

a. They are getting numbers together to finish off the the back bays of the public works garage.


b. Inquired where money from the sale of the 1992 truck will go; Mayor Bebo suggested that the money be put into the Capital Fund for Public Works Equipment, Councilors agreed.  


4. Councilor Wawrzyniak reviewed the following Community Development items:

a. A petition has been received to vacate the alley running north and south between Gehlen Drive and Merrill Street.  Clerk Venier told Councilors that the alley is no longer used and Public Works Supervisor Kosek recommended vacating it.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 08-30 vacating the alley running north and south between Gehlen Drive and Merrill Street.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
b. Reviewed a request to combine two lots.  Clerk Venier is to get more information regarding the number of accessory buildings allowed and the required setbacks.

c. Councilor Wawrzyniak asked to get information for lighting City Sign.


5. Clerk Venier reviewed the following Administration items:

a. Presented Resolution 08-29 approving participation in the McLeod County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Venier said City staff has been working with the County on this plan and recommended its approval.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 08-29 approving participation in the McLeod County Hazard Mitigation Plan.

b. Presented License 09-01 On Sale Liquor for the American Legion from 1/1/09 to 12/31/09.
