3. Mr. John Fuller addressed the Council in regards to a citation that he received directing him to remove old cars from his property and informed the Council that he had been working with Chief Klien and the Chief had informed him that the Chief didn’t have a problem with the blight but was only enforcing the issue because of Council pressure that he enforce the law.  In a letter to the Council the Chief denied every making such remarks.  After much discussion it was decided that the police department is responsible for law enforcement and Mr. Fuller will need to take the issue up with the Police Department.

The Personnel Committee presented their final recommendations for revisions to the Personnel Policy and reported that the changes were largely grammatical changes need to comply with current employment laws. 8. Clerk Venier presented the names of the Election Judges to be appointed for the Special Election to fill a vacant seat in the State Legislature.

Department Business:

a. Liquor Store & Auditorium:  Councilor Foss reported that the Sales were down in the MLS from 2002 by approximately $4,700 and expenses were down as well by approximately $5000.  He also reported that in talking with MLS Manager it seems that there is a downward trend in drinking at the MLS and also noted that Bisquay Liquors is now hosting music two and three times a week and they are also offering a full menu for people to dine in.  Foss also reported on the loss of two bartenders and that the MLS will be looking for new bartenders.


b. Community Development:  Councilor Fogarty reported that the City has gone over the $1 million dollar mark in local improvements according to our building permits.  The current total value for improvements is $1.23 million.  Fogarty also reported that Ethel’s place on west main is moving along very well and the owners anticipate completion by early to late spring.  Other news in community development was that Councilor Fogarty presented Mr. Jason Horrman’s name for the vacant Planning Commission seat to replace Mayor Bebo.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to appoint Mr. Jason Horrman to the Planning Commission through 2005.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

Clerk reported that he had spoken with school district Superintendent Worner about the possibility of having a school board meeting held in Silver Leader and Mr. Worner suggested that we have a Joint informal get together with the two boards and allow people to come and address issues to both bodies in an informal setting   The Clerk also reported that the event, if it were to be held, would be advertised and posted in accordance with the Open Meeting Law.
Clerk will also inform the City Staff that the front entryway into City hall will be open until 8:00 pm and the City office itself will remain open until 4:00 pm.
In other Planning Commission news Councilor Fogarty asked the Council what their feelings were on the Condition Use moratorium placed on the issuance of Conditional Use permits for residential development in the Main Street business district, as there is someone interested in putting in residential apartments in the old Variety Plus building.  It was the general consensus that converting any more commercial space to apartments was not desired and would go against the City’s comprehensive plan and with the newly formed Economic Development Authority being formed the hope is that a plan for Main Street will be implemented to revitalize businesses.


c. Public Safety:  Councilor Kieser gave the following report:

i. All personnel are to submit a list of all outside employment activities that they may have for approval, this is per the City’s old Personnel Policy but was a practice that had not been followed,

ii. Councilors Kieser and Foss met with Chief Klein regarding junk vehicles and suggested that the Chief follow current City policy and enforce the ordinance.

iii. It was requested that a report on Part-time hours be prepared and given to the Council for review of the year 2003 as Councilor Keiser reported that it appears to be excessive.

iv. Clerk informed the Council that the 3rd Cell phone they were asking about was for the Ambulance.


d. Public Works:  In a letter to the Council Councilor Miska reported that the Cleveland Ave Lift station upgrade of the pumps is complete and the City has taken delivery of the power generator for the new addition lift station.  Weather permitting the ice rink behind the tennis courts will be made soon.  Snow removal seems to be going well. 

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to adjourn, Seconded by Councilor Keiser.
