Regular Meeting

December 18th, 2006

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Councilor Pat Fogarty, Nolan Johnson, Karl Wawrzyniak, and Tim Foss

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Dale Kosek, PW Supv.; Roxy Yurek and Norby Scherman of the Silver Lake Lions; William Otto; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve the Consent Agenda.

Old Business:

1. The Council reviewed the minutes summarizing the actions of the closed meeting to review Police Chief Hummel.  It was reported that the annual review for Chief Hummel with no pay increase and review performance in 6 months with significant improvements needing to be made in the following 6 areas:

a. Improve communication with Council and the Council Liaison;

b. Attend council meetings at least once a quarter;

c. Become more involved in the community;

d. Communications must improve in all areas;

e. Conduct monthly meetings with Council Liaison;

f. Comply with residency requirement as per personnel policy.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the minutes of the 12/8/06 Special Meeting.

2. Council reviewed the proposed final 2007 Budget and Levy which had a 7.12% Levy increase to $398,086. The proposed 2007 budget set the expenditures for the General Fund at $629,825 up 6.87% over 2006 and Revenues increased 7.89% to $629,825.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 06-31: A resolution adopting the 2007 City Budget and Tax Levy for Taxes collectible in 2007.

3. Council reviewed the 2007 Compensation plan with a 2% COLA.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 06-27: A resolution adopting a 2007 Compensation plan with a 2% Cost of Living Adjustment.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried. 


4. Discussed options to resolve a cash shortage with the SL Lions Pull tab operations.  Clerk Venier and Roxy Yurek explained that the Lion’s Auditor had found that the Cash Reserve bank for the pulltabs was short $2,954.  Clerk Venier and Mrs. Yurek reviewed the audit and Venier reported that they could not determine if the City or the Lions are responsible for the shortage.  They also reported that the shortage issue has been addressed and controls are in place to prevent and identify future problems.  Mrs. Yurek explained that the Lion’s didn’t have enough funds in their non-gambling account to cover the shortage and her and Clerk Venier suggested the City cover the shortage which would result in a $2,954 in rent revenue for 2007.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve resolution of the Cash Reserve Bank shortage used by the SL Lions and SL Municipal Liquor Store with $2,954.00 coming out of future rent paid to the City.

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that November sales were up slightly from 2005 and profit for the month was $5,248.  Councilor Wawrzyniak also reported that the Auditorium was in a deficit of $11,875 year to date.  The annual reviews for Dena Dudgeon and Allison Sand were presented with the recommendation of retain and wage increase.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the annual review with a step increase for Allison Sand.

Motion carried.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve the annual review with a step increase for Dena Dudgeon.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to hire Vernon Munroe as a part time cleaner.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty presented an Animal Impound Contract and recommended it’s approval.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve an Animal Impound Contract between the City and Lester Prairie Vet Clinic.
Vote for:  Unanimous.

3. Community Development & Administration:  Councilor Foss reported that there will be a Public Hearing to receive public input into a conditional use application to build an accessory structure over 800 sq. ft. at 300 Frank St.  The hearing will be held on Jan. 9 at 7pm.

Clerk Venier introduced Mr. William Otting  who addressed the Council regarding his home movers business on Hwy 7.  Venier explained that Mr. Otting received a letter from the County stating he was in violation of County Zoning because there is a limit of four dwellings allowed on the property.  Venier reported that he wanted to bring this issue to the Council’s attention because if Mr. Otting applies for a Conditional Use Permit the City will want to give it’s opinion on this matter for County consideration.

Venier also reported that $2,321.76 will have to come out of the squad fund because money from a 2001 Forfeited truck sale wasn’t distributed correctly and the City Attorney had just become aware of the error.

Open Discussion:

1. Mayor Bebo presented Councilor Tim Foss with a Certificate of Achievement and thanked him for his years of service to the community as a Council Member.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
