Old Business:

1. Council reviewed the 2006 Preliminary budget and preliminary tax levy.  The Council discussed proposed changes in the budget recommended by the Clerk.  The recommended cuts would result in a levy increase of 7.02% which is down from the preliminary levy increase of 13.97% over the 2005 levy.  Clerk Venier explained that if approved the General Fund Tax Levy would be $272,075, the Bond Levy would be $99,540.00 resulting in a 2006 Total Levy of $371,615.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 05-38: A resolution adopting the Final 2006 City Budget and Tax Levy for Taxes collectable in 2006.

New Business:

1. Council reviewed Resolution 05-37.  Clerk Venier reported in accordance with new legislation all Cities must have a policy governing out of state travel for elected officials.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 05-37: Elected & Non-Elected employee out of state travel policy.

2. Reviewed Resolution 05-40.  Clerk Venier reported that this was to approve the gaming license application for the Silver Lake Legion.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 05-40: A resolution approving an application for a gaming license.

3. Council reviewed a proposed Floodplain Management Ordinance.  Mr. Robb Colette from the Department of Natural Resources explained the proposed ordinance and the flood plain map for the City.  Clerk Venier recommended holding a public hearing so that all residents in the affected areas have the opportunity to get additional information about how the ordinance will affect them.  The Council referred the matter to the Planning Commission to conduct the hearing and present a recommendation to the Council in March.

4. Mayor Bebo opened the following sealed bids for the sale of used garage door openers from the Fire Hall:

1. Liquor Store:  Councilor Foss gave the following report on MLS operations: Reported profit for November was $2,339.63; sales were $44,367.49 and expenses of $42,297.86.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to hire Jody Rickert as a part time cleaner in the Auditorium.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to hire Kathy Herrmann as a part time bartender in the MLS.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty reviewed the winter parking rules.

a. Officer Hummel asked the Council to reconsider the offer for the Chief position they had made him at the last meeting.  At issue was the pay rate and the six-month residency requirement.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to hire William Hummel as Police Chief starting at Grade 2 Year 5 ($17.01/hr.) with the stipulation that he complies with the residency requirement within six months.

b. Public Works:  Councilor Wawrzyniak presented the following report:

i. The City received $1,500 from Holt motors for the sale of the 1979 Ford Plow truck.

ii. Reviewed plowing & sweeping activities.

iii. Timer for Christmas lights will be installed.

iv. Public Works is operating within budget for 2005.

v. Compost site was cleaned up.

c. Community Development & Administration:  Clerk Venier reported on the following:

i. Presented Resolution 05-41 approving year end transfers; Venier reported that these were the budgeted transfers and recommended approving the transfers.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 05-41: A resolution approving year end fund transfers.

ii. Reported on the activities of the GSL Community Schools Committee and reported that in February the City is to outline some of the resources the City has available for members of the district community.  Clerk Venier encouraged any Council member interested in helping to let him know.

iii. Let Councilors know that the City will host the Region V MCFOA meeting in February.

iv. Mayor Bebo reviewed alternate meeting dates for Jan & Feb because of upcoming holidays.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to move the regular meeting scheduled for 1/2/05 to 1/3/05.
