Regular Meeting

February 5, 2007

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Old Business:

1. The Council reviewed proposed changes to the Clerk/Treasurer position description.  Clerk Venier reported that the change would read “Responsible for oversight of day-to-day administrative and personnel activities for all departments”; and explained that the Council is still the body responsible for supervision and discipline of employees.  The change makes it the responsibility of the Clerk to see that the policies passed by the Council are being implemented and followed on a day-to-day basis.  Mayor Bebo suggested trying this and reviewing it again in 3 months to see if it is working.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve the change in the Clerk/Treasurer position description as presented and review in 3 months.

2. Mayor Bebo asked if the liaisons have set up meeting times with their respective department heads.  Most Councilors reported they had and will include that information in their monthly reports.

New Business:

1. Mr. Scott Jurek addressed the Council with a complaint about the way the Police Department handled an accident involving his son.  Mr. Jurek reported that the officer on the scene didn’t get his son’s statement correct in his report.  Mr. Jurek told the Council that he had brought it to the attention of the Police Chief, who said he would talk to the reporting officer and get back to him.  Mr. Jurek reported that the Chief didn’t get back to him until 6 days later only to say that if he wanted the report changed he would have to go to court over the matter.
Mr. Jurek said was not expecting the Council to address the ticket that was issued but rather he wanted the Council to review how the department operates and communicates with the public.  Clerk Venier suggested that the matter be referred to the Liaison to review with the Chief.  Councilor Johnson agreed that he would review the matter with Chief Hummel and report back to the Council and follow up with Mr. Jurek.

2. Clerk Venier presented a year-end report for the Liquor Store, which showed a profit of $26,279.86 before transfers.  While reviewing the report Mayor Bebo questioned why the report varied from the one presented by MLS Manager Quast.  Venier reported that he had not reviewed the report that Quast had given but said the two reports were based on the same information.  Mayor Bebo asked that the Clerk look for a way to make the reports more understandable. 

Open Discussion:

1. Councilor Johnson reported that he noticed that the Police Chief had claimed 2 hours call in pay for a phone call that Johnson had made to him at home.  Councilor Johnson asked if this was ok.  Councilor Fogarty said that Chief Hummel had told him that if he received phone calls at home he would charge the City two hours pay no matter how long or short the call.  Clerk Venier suggested that the Council review the call in policy, as it is currently not applied to employees in a consistent manner. Venier reported that the call in policy states that officers are paid a two hour minimum when called in and nothing about phone calls and the payment for phone calls was just recently started by Chief Hummel and no other Department Head claimed pay for receiving phone calls at home.

2. Mayor Bebo reminded Councilor Johnson that the training period review for Officer Berger is due in February and to remind the Chief so that it is done.

3. Discussed reviewing Council pay and procedure for changing the pay.

4. Discussed the possibility of a City sign on highway 7.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
