2. Public Safety:  Councilor Roquette and Chief Hummel reported the following:
Chief Hummel reported that he will have quotes for adding an in squad computer at the next meeting.
Councilor Roquette reported that Chief Hummel will be looking into cost sharing opportunities available with area police departments.
Councilors discussed a proposal presented by Chief Hummel to amend the current Animal Control Ordinance.  Hummel proposed eliminating the limit of two dogs or cats and replacing it with language that would set the limit at a "reasonable number"; also proposed was requiring a cat or dog owner to obtain a license, for a fee, from the City for their pet.  Clerk Venier suggested that the City Attorney review the proposed ordinance, as he felt the limit of a "reasonable limit" would be problematic for the City.  Mayor Bebo expressed concerns that the proposed change would not change the problem of getting owners of multiple pets to obtain a permit.

3. Public Works:  Councilor Nolan Johnson reported the following for Public Works:

· Floor in the Auditorium will be refinished;

· Spring street sweeping is under way;

· Inspection and cleaning of catch basins is underway;

· In process of spring discharge of wastewater secondary pond (12-day process) and transfer of primary pond to secondary pond (16-day process)

· Hydrant flushing will be advertised before completed;

· Will be inspecting streets after frost to see if in-house crack filling will be an option this year;

· Clean up of city parks and grounds has begun;

· begin preparations for filling and set up of pool.

4. Community Development:  Clerk Venier reported that the planning commission continues to work on trail development plans; and reported that Councilor Fogarty and himself will be meeting with Rec. Dir. Gary Kosek to begin planning summer rec. programs.

5. Clerk Venier reported the following Administration items:

· Reminder of upcoming meetings in April: 5 & 19 Regular meetings and April 15th Board of Adjustments.

· Reviewed February Treasurer's Report.

· Presented Resolution 10-06 to reinvest City Funds.
A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Carol Roquette to approve Resolution 10-06 as amended.

Motion carried.
· Informed Councilors that he and Public Works Supervisor Kosek met with the City engineer and the County Engineer to discuss possible road turn-back options.  Will get a cost proposal from City engineer to do a feasibility study of the options.

· Presented an application for a one-day liquor license for April 11, 2010 for the American Legion Post 141.
A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve a one-day liquor license for April 11, 2010 for the American Legion pending Police approval.

· Presented Resolution 10-07 approving the purchase of a John Deere Tractor from L&P Supply.  Venier said the budget for this was set at $2,000 and the cost would be $1,603.

Motion carried.
· Informed Councilors that under the City's insurance program the City must choose whether or not to waive statutory tort liability limits.  Venier recommended that the City not waive the liability limits.
A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson that the City not waive the statutory tort limits for liability purposes.

Motion carried.
· Informed Councilors that the Deputy Clerk Jeanne Ray has resigned her position effective March 26, 2010.  Venier recommend advertising to fill the position as soon as possible.  Councilors agreed to advertise filling the position and Venier and Mayor Bebo will conduct interviews and present their recommendation at the April 19th meeting.

Open Discussion:

1. Mayor Bebo opened proposals to replace bathroom receptacles in the men’s room at the Auditorium; the proposal includes removing old urinal and two toilets and replacing with 2 urinals and 2 toilets and automatic flush valves.

2. Mayor Bebo suggested that the City should get advice from a professional as to how and what color to paint the Auditorium.  Clerk Venier asked if the Council had any ideas as to what the City should do with the cooler in the council chambers as it rarely is used and is very old.  Councilors expressed a desire to sell it or recycle it.

3. Mayor Bebo informed Councilors that Holy Family Catholic Church is exploring the possibility of opening a food shelf for area residents and had asked if this is something the City would approve of.
A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to support Holy Family Catholic Church’s efforts to develop a Silver Lake Area Food Shelf.

Motion carried.
4. Mayor Bebo informed Councilors that there are treatment options for Emerald Ash Borer in Ash Trees that the City may want to explore.  The fee is $80 per tree and the set up fee is approximately $1,000.  He will get more information for a later meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
