Regular Meeting

November 20th, 2006

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

4. Payroll #23 & October

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve the Consent Agenda.

New Business:

1. Council reviewed a request for funds from the City of Glencoe and GSL District 2859.  The request was for funds to match a COPS grant Glencoe PD had received to purchase computers for squads and link them with a video surveillance system in the High School.  The Council decided that it could not afford to contribute to this project at this time.

2. The Council reviewed Resolution 06-25: approving the year end transfers.  Clerk Venier reported that he had left off the transfer of $10,000 to establish an EDA Fund citing that he was unsure of what direction the Council wanted to go with the EDA.  Councilors reported that the consensus was to make the transfer and to continue working towards a more active economic development movement.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 06-25: A resolution approving year-end transfers.

3. Council reviewed Resolution 06-27: Compensation plan for 2007.  
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to table review of Resolution 06-27 until the 12/4/06 regular meeting.

4. Reviewed Resolution 06-28: approving an on/off sale license for the Municipal Liquor Store.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-28.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
5. Council reviewed a memo regarding the possible refunding of 2 of the City’s GO Bonds; Clerk Venier recommended waiting on this item until it can be looked at in more detail as he did not understand how these particular bonds worked.  Council agreed that this item will be looked at by City staff for a possible recommendation.

6. The Council heard a request by the American Legion to adjust its hours on New Year’s Day.  Mayor Bebo informed the Council that this is an annual request by the Legion and has never caused a problem.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve adjusting the hours at the American Legion on January 1st, 2007 to Noon to 10 pm.

7. A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve License 07-03: 3.2 Beer On Sale for Books & Beans.  Contingent on the pending sale is complete.

8. A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve License 07-04: 3.2 Beer Off Sale for SL Express.
Vote for:  Unanimous

9. A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve License 07-05: One day gambling for Holy Family Church for 2/4/07.
Vote for:  Unanimous

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store:  MLS Manager Jerry Quast reported on the following:

a. Profit for October was $1,431; while sales were down from October of 2005, Mr. Quast reported that expenses were kept down as well.  Mr. Quast reported that year to date profit was at $33,918 compared to $25,489 in 2005.

b. Mr. Quast reported that the auditorium was in a deficit of $8,480 compared to $12,610 in 2005.  He also reported that the Sherwin Linton show held in November lost money.

c.  MLS Manager Quast presented a request to purchase an Auto Fryer in Jan. of 2007.  He said he was requesting approval now so he could get all the necessary arrangements set up before the end of the year.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the purchase of an Auto Fryer for $5,836.00 + tax in Jan. of 2007.

Motion carried.
d. Mr. Quast reported that the computer system in the MLS had crashed and a temporary system had been set up.  He received a proposal from Total Register System to replace the hardware and upgrade the inventory software for the MLS.  Clerk Venier and Quast recommended going with this system because this is what the current system was and all the employees were familiar with its operation.  Quast also reported that the upgrade would allow him to better control transfers between off and on sale, which has always been difficult.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the upgrade of the Computer system at the MLS as described in the proposal submitted by Total Register System in the amount of $4,769.07.

Motion carried.
2. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty reported that the Police Department wanted to enter into a contract for boarding cats & dogs with Lester Prairie Veterinary Clinic the PD will get a contract drawn up for approval.  Clerk Venier informed the Council that the Fire Department had received a donation to be used for a new Drop Tank and a Defibulator.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to accept a donation to be used for the purchase of a new drop tank and Defibulator.
Vote for:  Unanimous

3. Community Development & Administration:  

a. Clerk Venier reported that there was no planning commission meeting in November due to a lack of a quorum.  

b. Council reviewed Resolution 06-30 assessing delinquent utility accounts.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve Resolution 06-30.

Motion carried.
c. Council discussed resolving the shortage with the SL Lions cash reserve bank.  Council members asked the clerk to invite the Lions Gambling personnel to the 2nd meeting in December to resolve this matter.

Open Discussion:

1. Councilor Fogarty & Mayor Bebo reported that they will accept the offices that they were re-elected for.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
