Acting Mayor Susan Kieser opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

I consideration of Coon and Baumgartner's requests, the council will sponsor a house and yard decorating contest for this upcoming Christmas season The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to hold a special meeting on December 16th at 7:00 p.m. in which the council will drive through the city and judge the decorations.  Prizes in the nature of "Silver Lake Bucks" will be awarded at the levels of $20, 15 and 10 for the top three places.  Houses in the city limits only, are to be judged.

Job descriptions for the positions of Maintenance Supervisor and Maintenance three were reviewed and subject to the state handbook the preliminary points given to the positions are to be at 300 points for the Supervisor's position and 275 points for the maintenance three positions.  After all positions are evaluated the points will be subject to review and change.  The police chief and patrol officer positions will be subject for review at the next meeting.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Lisa Blazinski)

· The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Miska to approve the review of Lori Galles Unanimous.

· The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve the review for Jeannette Kadlec.  Unanimous.

· The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the reviews for Shay Guetter, Steve Muenchow and Candice Blazinski. Unanimous.

· The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the hire of Dena Dudgeon and Mike Wojack. Unanimous.

· The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Marschel to protest unemployment benefits for Laurie Nelson. Unanimous.

· The council members reiterated their desire that all liquor store employees be provided with uniform shirts and that they wear them.  Blazinski explained that more shirts will be ordered.  In the absence of uniform shirts she has requested that they dress up in an appropriate dress garment.

· The liquor store financial reports will be given the council when available. 

B. Public Works Report:  (Dale Kosek)

· The skating rink will be opened subject to appropriate weather conditions.

· A new clutch was placed in the white F350.

· The condition of the swimming pool was discussed with the council stating their desire to hold public meetings and a possible referendum.  All council members stated that they wanted public input on the replacement of the pool and that their current position is neither for nor against building a new pool.  A target date for a January informational meeting was set.  

C. Planning Commission Report.  No October meeting needed.  

D. Administrators Report

· All delinquent water bills were due the day of the meeting.  No persons were present to be heard concerning possible hardships in payment of the bill as the notice had stated.  At the council's insistence, shutoff procedures for bills not paid by this date will commence on Monday October 22, 2001. The motion was made by  Miska and seconded by Bebo to require that only the current delinquent portion of the bills from and before the previous period of billing of May and June be paid to avoid disconnection.  Unanimous.  

· A policy to require curb stops to be replaced that do not permit shut off was considered with the consideration given that the individual should be given 30 days to find a contractor or the city will repair and charge or assess the work.

· Further discussion was held concerning the drug testing policies.  The required testing schedules will be reported at the next meeting.

E. Police Report

· At 7:00 p.m. Kieser called for bid openings for the sale of the truck confiscated by the police department.  No bidders were present.  Kieser opened the bids which were recorded as follows:
