New Business:

a. Congressman Collin Peterson addressed the Council and offered his staff to assist the City in it’s economic development pursuits.

b. Mr. Dave Rylee of MNDOT addressed the Council regarding Highway 7 construction plans for the 2006 season.  The plan calls for construction from just east of County road 2 near Silver Lake to County road 10 west of St. Bonifacious.  Mr. Rylee reported that MN DOT would like to detour traffic at Grove Ave through Silver Lake and then south on Cty Road 2 to County Rd 22 to Lester Prairie.  This route is similar to the one they had used before and seemed to work well for the City.

c. Upon invitation from the McLeod County Solid Waste Director the Council set April 19th at 4:30 as the time for a tour of the Materials Recover Facility.  Clerk is to post the meeting in the paper and it will be open to the public in accordance with the open meeting law.

h. Councilors Foss and Fogarty informed the Council of the information they had learned at the Shallow Lakes Forum they attended in Mankato.  Foss reported that he had put together a booklet of information of how some shallow lakes had been successfully managed in other states and would bring more information to a later council meeting.

a. Mr. Darrell Farr of Prairie Grass LLC was present to discuss the Senior Living facility that his company would like the City to build.  He reported that if the City were to bond for this nearly $3 million dollar facility his company would guarantee the bond payments up to 80-85% occupancy, which is the point that they believe the building will cash flow itself.  City Clerk Venier asked if they would make that guarantee for the life of the bond and Mr. Farr reported he would have to get back to him on that question.
