6. Approve minutes from the January 27th,   regular meeting 

2. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

3.  Craig Shanwirtz gave a presentation on a joint project between the University of Minnesota , 3M and MnDOT concerning the use of radar and GPS to guide public vehicles, such as snow plows during periods of poor visibility.  The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to approve a free lease of space on the water tower for five years for research by the University of Minnesota and MnDOT. Unanimous

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report  (Tom Chap)

1. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to approve Lisa Blazinski's annual review.

2. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Marschel to approve scheduled pay adjustments for Mary Butler and Verona Kosek. Unanimous.

4. Different financial reports were handed out due to problems with generating the old ones.  Suggestions were made for improvements,  to be incorporated for the next meeting.

B. Public Works Report (Dale Kosek)

Discussion was held concerning the possible savings for the purchase of a camera at a estimated cost of three to four thousand dollars, for the public works department to do their own inspections of sewer lines for the I & I project instead of hiring contractors.   The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Kieser to purchase an inspection camera unit, subject to the approval of the finance committee, upon demonstration of the units by the vendors.  Unanimous

5. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Rannow to approve renewal of the safety training agreement for city employees with Safety First. Unanimous

6. The asphalt replacement needed for the repair of a broken water main on Center street will likely be done in June.

C. Police Report (Eric Klein)

1. Glencoe/Silver Lake school district reporting gang activity.

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Wawrzyniak to amend the current police duty observance policy to limit the length of time an individual may observe an officer on duty.  Unanimous.

2. Observers will be permitted, such as students doing research, to be approved by the administrator.

3. Discussion was held concerning permitting minors in the liquor store.  No minors are to be allowed except those permitted by statute.  An example of those permitted would be police reserve officers while on duty. 

4. Monthly activity reports were handed out.

3. Each council member received a rough draft copy of the police department policy manual for future review and approval of various sections at future meetings.
