G. Explained upcoming MLS promotions and November's income statement.

1. Credit card system is now installed.

2. Will be closing December 24 at 4:00 p.m.

3. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the hire of Tonya Grenke as a part time employee. Unanimous

1. Public Works Report: (Kosek)

1. Mayor Yurek requested that Kosek and Peck work on estimates for the extra work on the swimming pool that is not included in the estimate for the cost of the "shell". 

2. Kieser requested that Kosek install a shutoff valve (curb-stop) for a residence that needs service disconnection.

3. A notice will be placed in the Leader for a Christmas Tree disposal service to be held between 11:00 and 1:00 p.m. on Saturday, January 5, 2002.  Trees are to be placed on the curbs so that the city crew can pick them up and properly dispose of them.

4. Kosek claimed that warranty work is needed on Center Street from the summer's seal coat project.

5. Planning Commission Report. (Bebo)

H. Discussion was held concerning the possibility of development of a commercial park and the possible need for a county wide economic development program.  A meeting will be held after the holiday season as sponsored by the Hutchinson EDA, in which council members and other interested persons will be invited to attend

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Bebo to pass Ordinance #51, an "Ordinance to Create a Moratorium on Sexually Oriented Businesses to Protect the Planning Process".   Unanimous

6. Police Report (Klein)

1. ICR's were handed out and discussed.

2. Hummel discussed the possibility of promoting check authorization machines for local businesses to lessen the police activities for collection of dishonored checks.

7. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the six-month evaluation for Bill Hummel. Unanimous

3. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Foss to have Hummel approved for full time employment and taken off the training period designation as of this date. Unanimous.

4. The council requested that the police make sure the Christmas lights are turned on in a timely fashion in the evenings.

8. Administrator's Report (Peck)

9. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Foss to approve the 3.5% pay  increase for all employees as budgeted.  Unanimous

10. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to approve the final levy of $261,481.00 of which $35,875.00 is for repayment of debt. Unanimous.

11. The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Kieser to approve the transfers of funds as budgeted for 2001.
