Mayor Bebo opened the regular meeting of the City Council of Silver Lake at 6:00 pm.

Mayor Bebo called the Public Hearing to order at 6:15 pm.  The purpose of this hearing was to gain public input for the City’s application for grant funding through the DNR’s Outdoor Recreation Program.

Mr. Dale Kosek informed the Council of the progress that the pool committee was making and their plans for raffling of a new truck again this year at the Pola Czesky Days celebration.  No one else was in attendance for the pool public hearing.

Mayor Bebo closed the public hearing at 6:45 pm.

New Business:

1. Mr. Sheldon Swenson addressed the Council on behalf of Waste Management to request that the contract for refuse collection be formally signed over to them as they have acquired Witte Sanitation.  Mr. Swenson also asked that the Council remove the clause in the contracts designating that recyclables are to be taken to the County’s material recycling facility source separated.  Mr. Swenson informed the Council that Waste Management was currently delivering the recyclable to the County facility but would like to collect the recyclables in a two-sort fashion because that is how their equipment is set up.  After discussion and input from Mr. Ed Holman the Council assigned Councilors Foss and Fogarty along with Clerk Venier to meet County officials and Waste Management and present their recommendation at the 2nd meeting in April.

Department Business:

A. Public Safety 
Councilor Foss reported on the following activities in the Public Safety department:  

i. Job openings for the part time and reserve positions closed on 3/12/04 and interviews are set up for 3/24/04.

ii. Chief Klein will be attending the Chief’s Convention in April

iii. Reviewed the Fire Contracts with the townships.

B. Liquor Store

C. Public Works Department:
Councilor Fogarty presented the following report on the public works operations:

i. Will be receiving next pay request for Silver Edge project

ii. Street signs for new development are ordered 

iii. Discussed lifting the parking ban but it was the consensus to leave the ban on until April but to allow parking if there is no snow.

iv. Street sweeping will begin soon.

v. Hydrants will be flushed after street sweeping is complete.

D. Community Development report:
Councilor Kieser gave the following report:

i. Distributed copies of the GSL School committee meeting minutes for the Council to review.

ii. Discussion was held regarding Summer Recreation Program for 2004 and it was decided that Councilor Kieser and Clerk Venier sent out a letter to organizations to describe the program and request funding.

iii. Councilor Foss reported that the Planning Commission is working up a proposal for campgrounds to submit for the Councils review.


E. Administration Report 

i. Mayor Bebo reviewed registration materials for the Shallow Lakes Forum and asked if any of the Councilors would be able to attend and if not then someone from the Planning Commission should be asked to attend.  Councilors Foss and Fogarty reported that they will attend provided they get time away from work.

ii. Mayor Bebo organized everyone to be in the upcoming St. Patrick’s Day parade.

iii. Mayor Bebo informed the Council that he will be meeting with Brad Miller of Senator Norm Coleman’s office on Friday and would like to have another Councilor join him.  Councilor Foss said he would be available.
