1. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the hire of Kathy Paulson as a member of the police reserve. Unanimous

D. A review of the operations of the department was presented including the computer system failure, a recall on the squad cars brake linings, and Tom Guthrie's award for valor as presented by the Minneapolis Police Department.

F. Administrators Report

1. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Rannow to approve the appointment of Bruce Bebo to the planning commission for a term of two years and Pat Fogarty to the commission for a term of one year. Unanimous.

2. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Rannow to approve the final plat for Mallak's Addn. as recommended by the planning commission. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to approve the retention of Safety First as safety training consultants for city personnel. Unanimous.

4. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Marschel to approve the quote of $2,960.00 from Bargens for street crack filling. Unanimous.

5. A discussion for start up of a park board was held.  Rannow and Marschel are to coordinate a committee from various community organizations to meet for implementation of a summer recreation program.

6. Wawrzyniak discussed the meeting held in Lester Prairie concerning renewal of the cable TV Franchise and the possibility of hiring a law firm to jointly renegotiate terms.  Further meetings will be held concerning this issue.
