The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Irene Matousek presented a sample of a Silver Lake brochure that the Silver Lake Women's Club had developed.  The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to approve printing of the brochures in color.  Unanimous.

A. Mayor Yurek presented estimated costs for utilizing the McLeod County Sheriff's Department for policing the city instead of maintaining a city police department.  Discussion ensued on this issue with the opinion generally accepted that should the current Police Chief leave this possibility would be one option to review.  Wawrzyniak suggested that each council member prepare a short statement of expectations for the police department for discussion at the next council meeting as there seems to be disagreement on this issue.

C. Police Report

1. Part-time staffing seems to be working out to date.

D. The costs of liability insurance for use of Guthrie's cycle at ceremonial functions was explained.  In addition, Guthrie was awarded a medal for valor by the Minneapolis police department.

E. Public Works Report:

1. January's televising of sewer systems revealed 9 houses out of 20 out of compliance for I & I.

2. Spring hydrant flushing will begin April 5th.

3. At this time efforts are being made to trade the city's large generator for 2 smaller units plus a portable.

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Rannow to approve the use of the State PICK program for youth labor during the summer. Unanimous.  PICK pays the wages.

F. Administrators Report

2. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution #99-03 in support of legislative repeal of the State sales tax levied against cities. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the quote from 2-Way Radio for installation of a remote to permit the county to activate the civil defense siren.  Unanimous.

4. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to grant Wawrzyniak his discretion in joining with Winsted and Lester Prairie to share costs for an attorney to negotiate the franchise with Triax cable.  Unanimous.

5. Copies of the donations from the townships for the ambulance were submitted for review.  Hale donated $6,650.00 and Rich Valley donated $1,995.00.  These funds are to be used to finance day to day operations.

6. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Kieser to lift the winter snow route parking ban on city streets for the snow removal year of 1998-1999. Unanimous.

7. Swimming pool schedules were enclosed in the packets for the up-coming 1999 season.  The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Marschel to approve the schedules as presented with the option to have the pool open longer on weekends and for Labor Day Weekend as

weather permits. Unanimous.

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Rannow to adjourn until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held April 15th at 6:00 p.m.
