September 4, 2007

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Old Business:

1. Clerk Venier informed the Council that the Cost to stucco or put rock face on the pillars for the City Sign was estimated at $25.00 per sq. ft.  Venier also informed the Council that the spot has been selected on City land near a pond on the south side of Highway 7 near the West Main Street and Hwy 7 intersection and the site on the East end of the City has still to be determined. 
After discussion, the Council asked that a final site plan be presented at the next meeting for final approval.

2. The Council reviewed the 2008 proposed budget for the General Fund, Ambulance & Fire funds.  Clerk Venier reported that these budgets were developed by the department heads using current expenses as well as last years expenses and revenues.  After review the Council approved the budget with the following Levies:

a. General Fund

$377,804

b. GO Bond 2007A

$   28,680

c. GO Bond 2003

$   44,310

d. Total Preliminary Tax Levy collectible in 2008

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 07-13: A resolution adopting the 2008 Preliminary City Budget and Preliminary Tax Levy for taxes collectible in 2008.

New Business:

1. Mr. Gary Jerabek, Secretary of the SLFD Relief Assoc., addressed the Council asking that the Council considered raising the retirement amount for Fire Relief members.  Mr. Jerabek reported that the last increase was in 2005 and at the time the Council had expressed interest in reviewing the benefit level every four years.  Mr. Jerabek reported that based on 2006 numbers the municipal contribution would increase from approx. $7,600 to $14,300 if the benefit level were increased from $750 to $850.  Clerk Venier and Jerabek said they would like to return in the spring of 2008 with updated proposed costs for the increase so the Council could consider the increase in the benefit level for the 2009 contribution.

Open Discussion:

1. Mrs. Jolenne Dalbec addressed the Council concerning the City’s animal ordinance and reported that she was having problems in her neighborhood with dogs barking more specifically with her neighbor.  Mrs. Dalbec reported that she had spoken with the police on the matter and had not received any follow up on the matter.  She was now wondering if the requirement for licensing animals, if more than two are at a household, is being enforced and what else she could do.  Councilors referred her to the Police Department with Councilor Johnson stressing that she file a formal written complaint, as he was not sure if one had been filed as of yet.

2. Council discussed the progress with a property on the SW corner of Grove Ave & Hwy 7 stating that the property had a lot of debris in the yard and would like to know if it was in violation of the City’s blight ordinance.  Police Liaison Councilor Johnson would review the matter with the Police Chief.

3. Clerk Venier reported that discussions with individuals interested in developing property on the north side of Hwy 7 for industrial/commercial lots are ongoing.  Clerk Venier requested permission to have the City engineers draw up a preliminary site plan for the project.  Mayor Bebo asked that Venier work with the property owner to see if the costs of the plan can be shared.  Councilors expressed a desire to move forward with the project and discussed giving authority to Mayor Bebo and Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve expenditures for the project.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to authorize Mayor Bebo and Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve expenditures for drawing up a preliminary site plan for a development of land north of Hwy 7.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
