A. Liquor Store:  Jerry Quast, MLS Manager reported that the liquor store had a profit of $2,891.54 for March and explained that number includes a capital expenditure for tables & chairs for $2,382.66.  Quast also requested approval to purchase two air purifiers for the liquor store.

B. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty presented call statistics for the police department and introduced Gary Jerabek and Brian Nemec of the Fire Relief Association.

Mr. Jerabek and Mr. Nemec requested approval from the City for an increase in the retirement benefit for relief association members.  The request would be to go from $650 per year to $750.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak and seconded by Councilor Foss to approve Resolution 05-17: A resolution approving an increase in the retirement benefits for the Silver Lake Fire Relief Association.

C. Public Works:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reported the following: 

a. Consumer Confidence Report is completed and will be published in the SL Leader as required by the Dept. of Health.

b. Have received a quote from Water Tower Paint & Repair for replacement of epoxy coating inside of water tower.  Have put out for other quotes to compare price will provide info at a later date. (Annual cleaning of water tower will be completed next week)

c. Have submitted permit applications needed to clean storm sewer outlets along West Main St

d. Spring sweeping is completed and we will continue with regular sweeping program.

e. Working with a homeowner in the 200 block of Grove Ave to address water runoff concerns

f. Addressing concerns property owner in Hale Township in regards to some drainage concerns.


D. Community Development 
a. Chrissy Maesse reviewed tentative costs & revenues for the Summer Recreation program and will have a final report on the program at the May 16th meeting.
b. Clerk Venier reported on Swim Lesson program and Councilor Fogarty will check with the Pool in Lester Prairie to find out if they have swim lessons available as well.
c. Clerk Venier was directed to forward a letter to the Sheriff regarding a property along Highway 7.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
