a. Met with property owners on Main Street regarding acquiring their buildings for demolition.  One property owner indicated they will be willing to sell the property and I am waiting to hear back from the other property owner.  I recommend we continue to move forward with preparations for the project this spring.

b. City Wide Street Light replacement is scheduled to begin in March.  The LED lights are expected to save 4,236 kWH energy per month resulting in a $70.74 savings.
