6. Councilor Kieser reported that she had received 2 complaint forms and she was working with the Police Department to get them resolved.

7. Councilor Fogarty received a incident regarding the pool and reported that he will be working with the pool manager to resolve the issue and will find out the pool policies.

8. Discussion was held regarding opening the front office of City Hall until 8 PM to allow residents the ability to attain permit information after hours, however there will not be staff on duty.  Also Council mailboxes will be located in the front area.

9. Discussion was held regarding the Silver Lake Youth Fund.
A motion was made Councilor Foss that the City will not pay employees for time spent on the Youth Fund.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
