Ray Bandas, Mike Posusta, and Jeff Swartzer explained the fire departments plans for the purchase of a new rescue van in approximately three years.  Funds for the purchase of the van are proposed through several avenues including legalized gaming contributions from various organizations, the Fire Department Relief Association legalized gaming activities, township contributions and tax levies.
