Regular Meeting

May 17, 2001
Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

7. Approve minutes from the April 19th,  2001 regular meeting and the April 25th, Special meeting. 

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Teresa Kuester presented the swimming lesson programs and proposals for the upcoming summer pool season.  No increases in lesson fees were recommended for this summer's sessions.  Registration for swimming lessons will be held May 29th at the lower level of the auditorium. 

The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve an increase of pay rates to $8.00 per hour for Teresa Kuester to manage the lesson programs and $7.00 per hour to all other swimming lesson teachers. Unanimous. 

The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Kieser to increase all lifeguard pay rates by 50-cents. Unanimous.

The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Kieser to approve the hire of Rhonda Kachmarek as pool manager for the 2002 swimming season and to choose Kelli Totuschek as an alternate, should Kachmarek decline the position, with the starting pay rate to be $8.00 per hour.  Unanimous.

Karen Nowak requested that a civil defense siren be provided near the eastern edge of the city to alert residents to impending emergencies.  Nowak stated that she cannot reasonably hear the single siren where presently located.  Discussion also indicated that a siren may be needed on the western portion of the city limits.  The city administrator and Kosek will look into possibilities for siren placement and costs for the next meeting.

A. Harlan Mielke stated that his basement suffered from water backup during the evening of the April 21-22 heavy rains.  Kieser, living nearby, also pointed out that her basement had been flooded for the fourth time in 11 years during that evening and that their homeowners' insurance was no longer covering damages in the same manner as before.  Kosek was requested to explain the measures taken that evening.  Kosek stated that there was a problem getting a pump due to demands from neighboring cities.  While other basements were backed up as well, Kosek noted that the alarms did not go off in the lift stations nor was there any indication of plugging in the sewer systems when jetted a few days after the rains.   Kosek claimed part of the problem could be due to the heavy snows and ground saturation so close after thaw.   Improper drain connections could also cause basement backups.  Due to this Kosek offered to make an appointment with Mielke to televise his sewer system.  Three remedial possibilities were discussed that included the purchase of another four inch trash pump, increasing the pumping capacity of the eastern lift station and tying a pump into the force main to increase the pressure to permit an increase in flow.   No decisions were made at this time but the alternatives were to be reviewed.  Kieser stated that the situation has been frustrating and complimented Kosek on the time they spent during the event.

Council members have been receiving complaints about a private sewage pumping service dumping it truck loads into the city sewage system.  While that business does pay for the service, there is concern that complications may arise from permitting this activity.  No surrounding cities permit this activity.  A letter is to be sent to the business to invite the owner to the next council meeting.

Department Business:

B. Liquor and Auditorium Report: (Lisa Blazinski) 

1. Reports were explained for the month of April.

2. Blazinski is to pursue replacement of the standing mats behind the bar.

3. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to approve the review of Sue Jurek. Unanimous.

5. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the review of Florian Yurek. Unanimous.

C. Public Works Report: Dale Kosek

1. Bargen is to be in the city to do crack filling on the city streets before the seal-coat project begins.

2. Warranty work for the Silver Edge Estate project has been requested for low spots in curb and gutter and in the streets.  

D. A private sewer line was replaced on the eastern edge of the city that was considered damaged due to construction activities in the during the Silver Edge Estates project.
