Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting

December 6, 2005

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00pm.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty, Tim Foss, Nolan Johnson, and Karl Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Bill Hummel, SLPD; Ken Bauer, SLPD; Al Liepold, SLPD; Scott Qualle, Waldron & Assoc.

Mayor Bebo opened the Truth in Taxation hearing at 6:00pm. (No citizens in attendance to speak on the matter)

Clerk Venier reviewed the following:

1. Proposed Levy information: 2006 proposed tax levy is $395,746.00, which is a 13.97% increase over the 2005 Levy of $347,229.00.

2. Tax Capacity for 2006 is $387,161.00, which is a 14.02% increase over the 2005 Tax Capacity of 339.553.00.

3. The proposed tax rate for 2006 is 102.22%, which is a decrease of .04% compared to the 2005 rate of 102.26%.

4. The Council reviewed a department breakdown of spending levels and discussed the desire to lower the levy and Mayor Bebo asked Council members to review the proposed revisions presented by Clerk Venier for the next meeting when they will need to finalize the levy and budget.

Mayor Bebo closed the Truth in Taxation hearing at 6:30pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the Consent agenda.

Old Business:

1. Council reviewed operation plans with Acting Chief of Police Hummel for the Police Department.  Hummel reported that the department is working on the following:

a. Following up on unresolved miscellaneous issues.

b. Working on organizing records & archiving.

c. Developing a plan to improve visibility of the PD in the public.

d. Improving morale in the department is going to be key goal.

2. Council members discussed the possibility of promoting Bill Hummel to the position of Police Chief.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to promote Bill Hummel to Police Chief.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to set the Police Chief’s pay at Grade 2, Year 3 ($16.37).  
Vote for:  Councilors Fogarty, Johnson, & Foss
Against:  Mayor Bebo & Councilor Wawrzyniak
Motion carried.

Acting Chief Hummel reported that he would let them know if he will accept the position at a later date.

3. Councilor Foss expressed concerns with the liaison program stating he didn’t feel he, or any council member, should be responsible for direct oversight of a department and felt the Council should review how the program is working.  Council discussed the responsibilities of the Council as a whole and discussed communications between liaison’s and department heads.  Mayor Bebo reminded Councilors that communicating with department heads is an important part of their job as a Council Member.

4. Councilor Foss presented the review for Corrine Johnson, a cleaner at the Auditorium.  In the review Manager Jerry Quast recommended that the Council approve the review with a step increase.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the annual review for Corrine Johnson with a step increase.

Abstain:  Councilor Johnson
5. Mayor Bebo asked that City Staff begin researching cost options to make the Auditorium completely handicap accessible.

6. Councilor Wawrzyniak reviewed plowing activities for the Public Works Department.

7. Councilor Fogarty reported that the Fire Department had its annual meeting and selected the following officers.

Dale Kosek, Asst. Chief
Darryl Kaczmarak, Secretary
Dan Kieser, Treasurer
Gary Jerabek, Tim Grenke, Kyle Wawrzyniak, & Mike Posusta as Training Officers

Fogarty also reported that the department had 94 Fire & Rescue calls with 874 man hours for 2005.


New Business:

1. Scott Qualle of Waldron & Associates addressed the Council requesting to renew a three year contract for building inspection services.  Mr. Qualle answered questions regarding the building inspection process.  Clerk Venier suggested that since the renewal contract had some changes the Council should review the contract before making a decision.  The request will be reviewed at the next meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
