Regular Meeting

February 21, 2006

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty, Tim Foss, Nolan Johnson, & Karl Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Bill Hummel, Police Chief; Kyle Christenson, Building Inspector

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.  
Vote for:  Unanimous

Motion carried.

New Business:

1. Resolution 06-08: Approving an agreement with McLeod County on the Local Equipment Plan for using Assistive voting technology in McLeod County polling places.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 06-08: Approving an agreement with McLeod County on the Local Equipment Plan.
Vote for:  Unanimous

2. Council considered Resolutions 06-09 & 06-10 declaring peace officers for PERA.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-09: A resolution declaring a peace officer for PERA (J. Hastings).
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-10: A resolution declaring a peace officer for PERA (M. Thiry).
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
3. Council reviewed a proposed Fee & Fine Schedule for various permits and services.  Clerk Venier suggested the Council review the schedule in detail and table the matter until the next meeting.  Council discussion was held regarding the need to review on annual basis to limit the need for drastic changes due to fees not being adjusted for years.  Kyle Christenson the City’s building inspector reviewed and recommended that the Council adopt the 1994 fee schedule for building permits.  He reported that the City currently uses the 1988 fee schedule.

4. The Council reviewed various building permit issues with Mr. Christenson.  Discussion regarding a construction project on Highway 7 led to Mr. Christenson updating the Council that a Stop Work order has been posted and the matter was turned over to the Police.  Clerk Venier reported that he would submit the matter to the City Attorney for review.  The Council expressed a strong desire to get the matter resolved.

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that sales for January were $45,905.39, which is $6,068.90 over January 2005, and reported expenses were at $34,980.13 for the month.  Clerk Venier reported that the final expense number would likely be lower after year-end adjustments for 2005 were completed.  Councilor Wawrzyniak also reviewed revenues & expenses for the Auditorium but Mayor Bebo asked that the Clerk & MLS Manager review the report format to make it understandable.
Councilor Wawrzyniak presented & recommended Roger Korista for hire as a part time bartender.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to hire Roger Korista as a part time bartender.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. Public Safety:  Chief Hummel reported that he and Councilor Fogarty had interviewed Mr. Scott Wawrzyniak for the position of Part Time Officer and recommended him for hire.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to hire Scott Wawrzyniak as a part time police officer.
Vote for:  unanimous
Motion carried.
Chief Hummel reported that Clerk Venier and himself would be meeting with City leaders from Glencoe to review and discuss the School Resource Officer program.  In a letter to the Council Hummel stated that he would act as a liaison for Lakeside and would look to coordinate a DARE program with what is being offered at the school already. After some discussion Venier and Hummel clarified that the meeting was only with officials from the City and it did not involve anyone from the school district.
Hummel also discussed the need to revise the Police Department policies and reported the need to work on organizing and archiving records.  Mayor Bebo asked that Hummel report when archiving was caught up and not when it is being worked on because the past two chiefs reported the same thing.  Chief Hummel reported that he had been asked if the City would be interested in becoming a non-voting member of the SW Drug Task Force but there was no money budgeted for this so it would have to be built into the 2007 budget if the department would do it.
Mayor Bebo asked if a training plan had been developed to measure Chief Hummel’s progress during his training period.  Councilor Fogarty reviewed a training outline prepared by Clerk Venier.  Venier reported that the outline set some required training such as attendance to the Chief Law Enforcement Officer (CLEO) Training put on by the MN Chiefs of Police Association and annual training at the Executive Training Institute; Councilor Fogarty added that the outline asked Chief Hummel to take part in designing the training.  Mayor Bebo requested that a more detailed plan be developed by the next meeting so the Council will have something to measure Chief Hummel’s progress by.
Councilor Fogarty & Chief Hummel reviewed the following timeline to fill the full-time officer position:

a. Close posting for applications by 3/10/06

b. Conduct interviews the week of 3/12/06

c. Recommend a candidate to the Council at the 3/20/06 regular meeting.

3. Public Works:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reviewed the following public works activities: 

a. Researching expectations and financing information for water treatment options.  Public Works Supervisor Kosek and Clerk Venier will be meeting with representatives from Earth Tech.

b. Minnesota Department of Health conducted its annual inspection of our water system and found no big deficiencies.  Clerk Venier will make copies of the report and corrective actions made by Kosek.

c. Reported that the pay loader had broke down but had been repaired.

4. Community Development:  Councilor Foss reported that the Planning Commission held a public hearing on Feb. 7th regarding the proposed Flood Plain Management Ordinance.  Foss reported that two people attended the hearing and were in favor of the ordinance.  Clerk Venier told the Council that letters notifying of the Public Hearing were sent to all the property owners in the Flood Plain area.  Discussion was held regarding the need for the ordinance with Mayor Bebo saying the Council needs to look at the issue and ask is this going to benefit and protect the people in the area.  The Council asked that Clerk Venier get the necessary information to complete the Ordinance and it be presented at the next meeting.
Councilor Fogarty asked about the Summer Rec & Pool manager position and Councilor Foss reported that he and the Clerk are still working on that and would report information as it comes.

5. Administration Report:  Clerk Venier presented the following report:

a. Preparations for the Annual Audit were complete.

b. The City had hosted the Region V MCFOA quarterly meeting and Venier thanked the Silver Lake Women’s Club for catering the meal.

c. Reported on activities of the GSL Community Schools committee and encouraged City leaders to look for ways the City can help the district in its efforts to resolve the districts current financial situation.

d. Reported on a proposal for architectural services from SEH in the amount of $38,225.00 for developing plans to make the Auditorium handicap accessible throughout.  Venier suggested that more proposals should be sought and the Council agreed.

e. Presented snow parking regulations from Hutchinson, Glencoe, & Winsted and Councilor Fogarty informed the Council of the regulations in Lester Prairie.  The Council reviewed the regulations and asked Venier to make a correction to the proposed ordinance and bring to next meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty  to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
