6. Approve minutes from the February 23rd,   regular meeting 

The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Kieser to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

A. Ray Bandas and Kyle Wawrzyniak reviewed the need for a fire dept rescue van and the portions of proposed costs for a new unit to be split by the city and townships.  The cost to the city would be approximately $57,000.00.  The van currently being used is not specifically designed as a rescue unit.

Department Business:  

B. Liquor Report

1. Blower motors units for the heating system for the auditorium are rusted out and of questionable salvage. 

Opinions from plumbing and heating companies are that the units are too small for the building.  Quotes for new systems are to be requested.

      2.       Appreciation is to be offered to the local Lions for their purchase of new tables for the auditorium and        

 meat raffles at the liquor store to purchase a new big screen television.

       3.       Possible use of the auditorium as a gymnasium by the Church of the Holy Family school was discussed 

  with  no decisions made at this time.

C. Police Report 

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Wawrzyniak to amend the police observer policy to permit any police reservist to observe police duty, including squad car ride along, for a maximum of  ten hours per month and to permit a newly hired reservist to observe police duty for up to 40 hours per month for training.  Unanimous.  In addition, the council has requested a monthly report of observer activity, including the officer observed, the individual observing and the number of hours spent on that shift or shifts.

2. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Kieser to approve the hire of Allan Liepold as a part time officer. Unanimous.

3. The 1995 squad car is to be sold to one of two companies specializing in the purchase and resale of these units.

D. Public Works Report:
1. Subject to the requirements of  a recent inspection by the MPCA, the grass on the dike of the wastewater ponds has to be mowed regularly instead of being sold for hay as in the past.  In addition,  spraying will be needed to eliminate weeds from the edges of the ponds.

2. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Marschel to approve relocation of the storm sewer at the construction site of Brandon's new house at 412 Cleveland Ave. West. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve installation of a new fire hydrant on Grove Ave. and Hwy 7.

1. The installation of Roger Lhotka's culvert as approved previously was delayed due to the construction work to begin on the Luce Line Trail this summer.

4. Charge for use of the camera purchased for use of televising of sewer lines for private repair is to be at $25 per hour/ minimum one hour during regularly scheduled city working hours and $75.00 per hour/minimum of one hour for non regularly scheduled working hours.
E. Administrators Report

2. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the increase in ambulance service fees from $5.00 to $7.50 per loaded mile and the increase in the base rate from $250.00 to $350.00.  Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Kieser to lift the winter parking restrictions as of this date.  Unanimous.

4. Kieser forwarded discussion concerning the possibility of department heads using a time clock.  No decision was made at this time.

The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve adjournment until the meeting of the board of adjustment to be held at 6:30 p.m. April 6th, 2000 and the regular meeting to be held April 20th, 2000. unanimous
