Regular Meeting

September 17, 2007

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty (arrived at 6:45pm), Nolan Johnson, Dale Miska, & Karl Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Bill Hummel, Police Chief; Pam Fleischaker, Waste Management; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the Consent Agenda.

Old Business:

1. Council reviewed site plans for the installation of City signs on the east and west ends of the City on Highway 7.  Discussion was held regarding placement with Councilor Johnson asking for consideration of the sign on the east end of town to be placed on the south side of the highway instead of the north.  Clerk Venier reported that the feeling of the Planning Commission was that the signs be placed facing traffic, as opposed to drivers having to look across the highway to see the sign.  Councilor Wawrzyniak informed the Council that he had requested an easement for the sign on the east end but the request was on hold pending a land sale issue at this time, but Councilor Wawrzyniak suggested approving moving forward with the project starting on the west end and completing the east end once an easement is granted.  Councilors asked the Clerk to check on land ownership issues on the west end.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the installation of City signs along Highway 7 pending resolution of land issues and granting of easement.

2. Council reviewed a request from Pam Fleischaker of Waste Management to extend and amend the refuse collection contract with Waste Management for residential collection.  The amendment includes an inflationary increase of the current CPI-Urban or 3% whichever is less.  Under the proposed contract the rates would stay the same for 2008 and the increase would occur in 2009 & 2010.
Councilors asked for more information on the CPI factor and tabled the matter until the next meeting.

Department Reports:

1. Municipal Liquor Store:  Councilor Miska reported on the following:

a. Reported a loss for the month of August of $1,039.97 but Councilor Miska informed members that August was a 3-payroll month, which was the cause for the loss.  Miska reported that the MLS Manager is working on scheduling options to try to cut costs.

b. MLS Manager is reviewing pricing to bring gross profit percentages in line with what is expected.

c. Presented the following annual reviews for:


i. Ryan Neubarth, PT Bartender.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the annual review with step increase for Ryan Neubarth.

ii. Amy Yurek, PT Cleaner.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the annual review with a step increase for Amy Yurek.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
iii. Corrine Johnson, PT Cleaning Supervisor.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the annual review with a step increase for Corrine Johnson.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Abstain: Councilor Johnson
Motion carried. 

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Johnson and Police Chief Hummel reported on the following:

a. Chief Hummel recommended the hiring of Mr. Larry Warzecha as a PT Police Reserve.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the hire of Larry Warzecha as a PT Police Reserve officer following successful completion of a drug test and background check.
Vote for: Unanimous
Motion carried.
b. Chief Hummel reported that the Sheriff’s Posse is assisting with Public Events at the Auditorium due to schedule conflicts within the department and he is requesting that security deposits be increased to pay for the posse cost for the events.  Council directed Chief Hummel and MLS Manager Quast to review the current fees and make adjustments as needed to cover any increased costs.

c. Chief Hummel reported on upcoming training for the Police Department.

d. Discussed blight issues and Chief Hummel reported that he has visited one site and has given them one week to clean the area up.

e. Councilor Johnson reported that no formal complaint was ever filed regarding dogs at the residence on Grove Ave., which made it difficult for the PD to follow up.  Chief Hummel reported that the Animal Control Ordinance has not been enforced properly since its inception.  Mayor Bebo explained that the ordinance was designed to give the PD a tool to use in instances where they receive animal complaints and it was not meant for the PD to go door to door to check on permits as the City did not have the manpower to do this.  Mayor Bebo asked Chief Hummel to come up with an program he thought would be effective in animal control. 

3. Pubic Works:  Councilor Fogarty reported that he had met with Public Works Supervisor Kosek and usual activities were commencing within the department and nothing to report at this time.

4. Community Development:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reported on the following:

a. The Pool closed August 30th and was being winterized.  Attendance was 7,106 for the season and a final financial report will be available as part of October’s department report.

b. Clerk will be meeting with owner of land to discuss sharing of costs for a concept plan for an industrial park on 9/21.  Council suggested following up with the developer prior to moving forward with the plan.

c. The City is working with Winsted & Mayer to prepare an application for the Small Cities Development Grant program.  Shannon Sweeney of David Drown & Assoc. is preparing the application and pre applications are being delivered trying to drum up interest in the program.

d. Appliance recycling will be on 10/13/07 from 8am – noon.  Councilors agreed to put on a clean up on that date from 8am to 2pm.

5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reported on the following:

a. Venier presented a proposal outlining different options for relocating the off sale liquor facility to Highway 7.  

i. New construction was estimated at $301,500 (based on a cost of $65/sq.ft.)

ii. Acquiring & remodeling an existing facility was estimated at $290,000.

iii. Leasing a facility, with no remodel costs, was estimated at $258,500 over 10 years (including utility costs) 

iv. Venier reported that an additional $70,613 would need to be spent to purchase interior equipment such as coolers and etc.

v. The Council directed Mayor Bebo, Councilor Miska, & Clerk Venier to get cost proposals for available sites for the 2nd meeting in October.

b. Council reviewed License 07-12: A one day beer license for the Silver Lake Lions
A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve License 07-12: One day on sale beer license for Silver Lake Lions (9/22/07 Mark Blazinski Benefit)
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
c. Council reviewed License 07-13: A one-day beer & liquor license for the Silver Lake Lions.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve License 07-13: A one-day on sale beer & liquor license for the Silver Lake Lions (10/26/07 Turtle Soup Feed)
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
d. The Clerk’s annual review was tabled until the next meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Miska to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
