Mayor Yurek and the other members extended Marshal their appreciation and good wishes for her past service.

1. Mayor Yurek left at 7:45 p.m. to speak before the women's Auxiliary and returned at 8:00 p.m.  Kieser performed the duties of acting mayor while Yurek was absent.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Lisa Blazinski) 

1. The monthly reports were handed out and explained.

2. Resolution 01-09

A Resolution to Approve Credit Card Purchases in the Municipal Liquor Store

Whereas The city council of the City of Silver Lake has reviewed rates and charges from three companies providing credit card service, and

Whereas, the city already has a machine in place that verifies drivers licenses that can be use for this purpose, and

Whereas credit card purchases are a regular method of conducting business in today's world and offers customers that service.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the city council of the City of Silver Lake hereby authorizes the use of ACH as a credit card provider in the municipal liquor store.

BE  IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the mayor and the clerk shall have authority to sign all documents necessary to enable this resolution.

3. The council was informed that a change in phone lines may be needed in the credit card change as Sprint has stated that due to deregulation the pay phone will be removed.

B. Public Works Report: 

1. Mayor Yurek stated that she had received an estimated replacement cost of about $153,000 for the swimming pool.  Kosek stated that the estimate probably did not include complete costs and that he project would have to be reviewed.
2. The lift station pumps are under repair.

3. The backup generator was repaired for $325 instead of the estimated $2,000.

C. Police Report

2. ICR's were handed to the council and reviewed.

3. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve a $150.00 flat fee for Bill Hummel to get the internet system on-line. Unanimous.

4. Discussion was held on setting up a separate forfeiture fund for purchase of police equipment as recommended by the city attorney.  Bebo suggested in setting up the fund, that costs of sale be deducted.  A separate fund will be set up for equipment purchases.

5. The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Kieser to approve Hummel's quote of $610 to build a computer for the internet system. Unanimous

6. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve Klein's review as on file.  Unanimous

7. Discussion was held concerning a $2,400 bonus, that, according to a newspaper article, was offered to an officer in 1995 and whether Klein should be entitled to that bonus.  Peck left and returned with the minute book from that period.  No official minutes could be found referring to that offer.  Klein was not given the $2,400. 

D. Administrator's report.

1. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Bebo that the council desires to speak to a representative from SEH before any bills are paid. Unanimous

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to approve Jeanne Longs annual review.  Unanimous.  Miska requested that Peck and Long discuss their feelings out in the open as he feels that that activity is needed to permit both parties to settle their differences.  Both Long and Peck agreed to improve their attempts to work as a team in the future.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to adjourn until the regular meeting to be held.  Unanimous.
