The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Marschel to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Ray Bandas and Kyle Wawrzyniak requested that the proposed purchase of a fire rescue van be let out for bid.  As the pledges for payments from the townships are not at this time confirmed, it was suggested that acceptance of the bids be after the township annual meetings. 

The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to approve payment of $215,898.40 to Randy Kramer Excavating.  Unanimous.

Wawrzyniak wished to state his opinion, for the record,  that he has observed the Fire Chief's tow truck at all highway accident calls.  Wawrzyniak's opinion is that this is a conflict of interest as the Chief is personally profiting from his position and by doing so does not permit any other wrecking services from gaining this business.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Lisa Blazinski) 

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Wawrzyniak to decrease the discount for liquor purchases for auditorium bookings from 10% to 5% effective on all bookings occurring after this evenings council meeting. Unanimous.

B. Public Works Report: 

1. Consultants that were contacted concerning the Tim Foss water problem recommended an increase the chlorine levels to try to eliminate the odor problems.

2. Christmas decorations will be hung on Tuesday, November 21st.  Discussion was held on the possible upgrade of the decorations for the year 2001.

C. Police Report (Casey Stotts)

D. Administrator's Report

1. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Rannow to approve payment to SEH of $14,341.09 contingent upon recommendations from the finance committee after meeting with SEH concerning the amounts removed extra for the holding pond excavation.  Unanimous.

2. A handout of McLeod County's Highway Department benefits was included in the packets for review.  The personnel committee will plan a meeting with Kosek and the Administrator on December 6th, at 6:00 p.m. to review the benefits and make recommendations for the December regular meeting.  

The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Wawrzyniak to adjourn until the regular meeting to be held December 21st, 2000 and the special meeting for the final budget levy to be held December 6th, 2000.  Unanimous.
